Beresford City Council

January 15, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 15, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Rich Spaans, Chuck Von Eschen.

Members absent: None.

Also present:  Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Bob Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on January 2, 2007 were approved, on a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.   

Public Hearing:

Malt Beverage License Application for Cooperative Oil, dba Coop II, 216 N. 3rd St.: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, reported that Coop II has submitted both checks and all the paperwork for the Malt Beverage License application.  A motion to approve the application was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:
Esther Zoss – Swimming Pool Committee: Esther Zoss & Kari Schroedermeier were present to discuss the findings of the swimming pool survey.  Esther stated that about 15% of the 1200 surveys mailed out responded and that most were supportive of either repairing or replacing the existing pool.  The committee is now looking for direction on where to go from here and asked for input from the Council regarding the amount of money available from the City.  They did talk to MC&R Pools and got some ideas and estimates on both refurbishing and replacing the pool.  The group also asked for financial assistance with the engineering fees, which could be approximately $2,500.  Mayor Palmer advised the group that the Council needs to know exactly how much the engineering fees will be and let the Council know before any decision on that could be made.  The Council thanked the committee for their work and said they are on the right track.

Department Head Reports:

Community Education Grants Update – Pete Womack: Councilman Womack asked Ms. Zoss to report on the status of 3 grants that were discussed at the Community Education meeting.  She responded that Com. Ed. does not meet the criteria for those grants.  Brent Palmer stated that Com. Ed. is tied to the school so they are applying for grants through the school.

Dan Andre – Request to Purchase Pickup Off State Bid: Street Superintendent, Dan Andre, reported that the Street Department’s 1996 Chevy 2 pickup has 80,000 miles and needs to be replaced.  He requested permission to purchase a 2008 Ford F-250 ¾ ton 4 x 4 regular cab long box pickup off the state bid at a cost of $20,052.  There is $24,000 budgeted in the Street Dept. to cover this.  Approval to purchase the aforementioned pickup off the state bid for $20,052 was given in a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Rich Spaans - Telephone Department Committee Meeting: Councilmen Spaans, Akland, and Lambert met on 1/12/07 with Todd Hansen, Telephone Department General Manager.   The councilmen suggested that the City Council needs to review each department’s enterprise budget with the department head.  They would like to see each department head present at the February 5th Council Meeting to discuss their respective budgets and any new ideas for their departments, and feel this should be done on an annual basis as it was in the past.

Unfinished Business:

Adopt Job Description for Clubhouse and Event Center Manager: The job description for the Bridges Clubhouse & Event Center Manager was approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Rental Rates for Community Center: There was also discussion on rental rates for the Community Center.  Included in that was a “bare bones” package rate of $400.  This package includes the facility, tables & chairs, and the customer would be responsible for everything else, including set up, take down, clean up, linens, etc.  A motion to approve the rates was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland.  After further discussion, it was decided to table the partial rate schedule until the City Administrator is present and the Clubhouse/Event Center Manager has been hired, at that time the entire rate schedule will be presented for approval.  Upon voice vote, the motion failed.

New Business: 

Payment and Termination Agreement with the City of Brookings: Upon the Mayor signing this agreement, the Joint Powers Agreement between the City of Brookings and the City of Beresford will be cancelled and the City of Brookings will be the sole owner of all the assets of any nature as owned by the Sioux City Joint PCS Fund.  On February 1, 2007, the City of Brookings will pay the City of Beresford $2,470,187.84.  Councilman Lambert moved to accept the payment and approve the Mayor’s signature on the Agreement, second by Spaans, motion carried.  

Pay Request #3 & #4 for Community Center & Clubhouse Project: A motion was made by Akland, second by Spaans, to approve pay request #3 in the amount of $21,106.30 for kitchen equipment, and pay request #4 in the amount of $134,715.41 for the Community Center/Clubhouse, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Community Dinner – February 16: Mayor Palmer reminded the Council of the Community Dinner to be held on Friday, February 16th, at the VFW.  

Special Election for General Obligation Bonds to Prepay Lewis & Clark, January 23rd:  Mayor Palmer also reminded the Council of the special election that will be held on Tuesday, January 23rd, to approve the purchase of General Obligation Bonds to prepay Lewis & Clark.  The election will be held at the Library and will run from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.
