Unapproved Minutes

December 1, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, December 1, 2008 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack. 

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: On a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, the November 17, 2008 minutes were approved, motion carried.

Public Hearings:  

Request to rezone Tract A of Thompson’s 2nd Addition to the City of Beresford:  This being the time as advertised, a public hearing on the request to rezone the stated property was held.  There were no objections to this request.  The first reading to Ordinance 2008-06 an Ordinance Rezoning and Amending the Zoning Regulation for the City of Beresford, South Dakota by Rezoning from single family residential (R-1) to General Business (GB) the property located at Tract A of Thompson’s 2nd Addition to the City of Beresford. 

Liquor license renewals: This being the time as advertised, the public hearing on the liquor license renewals was held.  There were no objections to the renewals.  Finance Officer Moller commented that all the license applications for the sale of alcoholic beverages for 2009 have been submitted and looked good. The applications submitted are as follows:

Council Member Akland made the motion to approve the 2009 Alcoholic Beverage Applications, Lambert second, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

Dispatch Roof: Jay Nordquist spoke on behalf of Chief of Police Christensen. Two quotes were received regarding the roof at the dispatch office. Council Member Lambert made the motion to accept the lowest bid of $21,630 from Guarantee Roofing in Sioux Falls, Cotton second. Motion carried

Union County Extension Office: Larry Wagner from the Union County Extension Office invited the Council and any community leaders to attend a Community Leader Meeting in Yankton on December 29, 2008. 

Dept. Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist – request to raise electric rates in 2009: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist discussed with the council the rate increases that our electric wholesale providers are passing on. City Administrator Zeimetz explained the history of rate increases with the council.  It was noted that the City’s costs to purchase power will be increasing by 20% in 2009.  After much discussion Council Member Spaans made the motion to adopt Resolution 2008-22, which will increase electric rates by 14.5% beginning January 1, 2009, Akland second. Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Library Board: Council Member Womack commented that he met with Librarian Jane Norling and the Library board. Womack stated concerns to the four aging furnaces and noted that the alarms have been checked and are working properly.  

Public Safety & Energy Committee: The committee consisting of Lambert, Akland and Cotton met with Chief of Police Larry Christensen and Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist. Lambert commented that Chief Christensen would be using the money accumulated from the 24/7 program to buy new equipment for the police department. Jay mentioned that the Electric Dept. is working on finishing the roof on the Electric building, and constructing a chipper box. He also mentioned that the new truck is working great.

Unfinished Business:
Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 1st reading: The first reading was given for Ordinance 2008-05 Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance. The transfer of contingency funds will be ready for the December 15, 2008 council meeting. 

Review of 2008 Enterprise Funds budget and 2009 Enterprise Fund Budget: City Administrator Zeimetz and Finance Officer Moller will meet with the Finance & Utility Committee on Friday December 5, 2008 to review the enterprise funds for the 2009 budget. 

Consider water and sewer rate increase in 2009: A potential rate increase for water and sewer was discussed. The Finance & Utility committee will review before a decision is made. No action taken. 

Catholic Church Drainage: Council member Lambert met with St. Teresa’s Catholic Church. A mutual release document was presented to the council from the church. The City will pay $3,100.00 to St. Teresa’s Church to settle all claims relating to the water drainage. Council member Akland made the motion to accept the contract, Womack second, motion carried. 

New Business:

Thank-you from Community Thanksgiving Dinner: The Council and Mayor received a Thank-you from the Community Thanksgiving Dinner Committee for use of the Community Event Center.

Draw Down Request #3, final pay request East Street Water Main Project and change order #2: Change Order #2, a deduct of $27,956.20 and final pay request #3 in the amount of $9,375.11 were approved on a motion by Spaans, Lambert second, motion carried. Once approved at the state level, it will have a two-week turn around to issue the final check. 

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Womack to accept the bid, second by Akland, motion carried.
Step Pay Increase: Bill Sebern is due for a step pay increase from $15.21/hr. to $15.62/hr per union agreement. A motion to approve the pay increase for Street Dept. employee Bill Sebern was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried. 
Lewis & Clark: Council member Cotton stated that the Lewis & Clark Board Members would like to visit with the council to update them on the progress of the water line and to discuss a location for a pump house. Council Member Cotton will ask them to the next council meeting on December 15, 2008.

Burbach Aquatics meeting: City Administrator Zeimetz stated that Burbach Aquatics would meet with the City Council and the Swimming Pool Committee on January 5, 2009.
