The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, August 24, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton.
 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
 
Absent: None.
 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 3, 2009, second by Cotton, motion carried.   

Public Forum & Visitors:

Tim & Amy Farley, Request for Easement Across City Property for Driveway to New House: The Farley’s have purchased Lot 1 in the Bridges First Addition and requested that the city give permission for them to build their driveway to cross over Lot 4, which is City owned.  They stated that no trees would need to be removed.  Several members of the Council had looked at the area and feel there shouldn’t be any problems with this.  A motion to approve the easement requested by Tim & Amy Farley to build their driveway over City owned property on Lot 4 was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

Budget Requests from Non-Profits for 2010: 

Representatives from the following non-profit groups were present to give some information about their programs and the reasons they are requesting a subsidy.

> Carly Turner for Senior Nutrition Program requesting $1,500.00: The Senior Nutrition Program provides meals for seniors (both walk-ins and Meals-on-Wheels).  The subsidy requested is used to defray the difference between the meal cost and the donation amount.  Effective 9/1/09 the cost of the meals will be $6.00 and the donation requested from the customers will be $3.50.  They also help purchase supplies for the Senior Citizen Center.

> Don Young for the Senior Event Center requesting $1,000.00: The Center is used for 2 main purposes – a gathering place for seniors to socialize, and a facility for the nutrition program.  In the last few years the Senior Event Center membership has grown from 40 to over 100.  The members truly enjoy and appreciate their new building.  The $1,000.00 subsidy will be used for general upkeep of the building.

> Troy Doeden for the Baseball Association requesting $8,750.00: The Baseball Association had 17 teams in 2009, 231 players (both boys & girls) from peewee to high school.  There are a lot of volunteers that do much of the work for the fields & buildings, with the help of Kelly Knutson and the Park Department.  The $8,750.00 will all go to pay coaches for the summer.

> Brent Palmer for Community Bus requesting $5,000.00: The community bus transports Beresford residents to various activities and appointments in town and out of town.  The subsidy requested is used for vehicle maintenance.  There is a community bus board that meets once a year.

> Dale Nothdurft, President, & Brent Palmer, Director, for Community Education requesting $30,000.00: Community Education has been in Beresford for more than 30 years offering educational & recreational youth & adult programs.  Com Ed would not be able to operate without the City’s support.  Fees for the programs are kept as low as possible, but no one is ever turned away because they can’t afford the fee.  The Beresford School System is still very involved with Com Ed as they own & maintain the building and do not charge rent for Community Education to use it.  Dale Nothdurft questioned the reason why Community Education had to match $20,000 of the City’s subsidy.  It was stated that the Council felt that Com Ed should try to secure other funding to assist with their finances along with the City’s subsidy.

> Amy Schaap & Shellie Sveeggen for Community Outreach for Youth & Families (COYF) requesting $5,000.00: Amy & Shellie told the Council that this group was formed to fill a need in the Beresford and surrounding communities for programs for youth & families.  They currently have approximately 50 volunteer members and 100% of any money raised goes directly back to the community.  All events and programs are free to anyone who attends.  They didn’t come to the Council Meeting with a specific dollar amount in mind, but suggested possibly $5,000 to cover the next few events that are scheduled.

Department Head Reports:

Kelly Knutson, Swimming Pool: Kelly reported that the pool closed for the season on 8/23/09.  Kelly would like to discuss a personnel issue in executive session at the end of the meeting. 

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Finance & Utility Committee: The Finance & Utility Committee consisting of Akland, Erickson & Lambert, met with Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and reported that they went through her departments’ finances & expenditures, and that it was a very informative meeting.  The committee also with Jay Nordquist, Electric Department Superintendent.

This committee also attended the SDTAC with Telephone General Manager, Todd Hansen, recently and said that it was also a very good & valuable experience.

Mayor Fedderson read a “Thank You” card sent to the City by John & Junelle Hansen, thanking everyone for their hard work after the recent windstorm. 

Unfinished Business:

115 KV Transmission Line Project: Mayor Fedderson, Dan Cotton, Jay Nordquist, City Attorney Tom Frieberg, and Jerry Zeimetz met with representatives from MRES recently.  MRES provided detailed information about the process Beresford would need to go through to hook into the Rasmussen substation, but they would not say if this project could be included in the T-1 agreement.   MRES feels that hooking to the Rasmussen substation is a possible way for both Beresford & Vermillion to provide redundancy in service to both cities.  It also isn’t clear if Beresford can pass on signing the T-1 now but sign up for it later.  There are many conditions to the T-1 agreement.  Attorney Frieberg stated that Beresford has 2 options: agree to the T-1 only if 

certain conditions are met, or do nothing.  After discussion, the a motion was made by Erickson, second by Spaans, to table signing the T-1 agreement until further information is received by the City, motion carried.

Recovery Zone Bonds, Jerry Zeimetz: Mayor Fedderson & Jerry Zeimetz attended a meeting regarding Recovery Zone Bonds.  The funds from these bonds goes to the counties and they allocate the money to various projects.  If we decide to take advantage of this, the City needs to determine what project we would like to use the funds on before the end of 2011 and get Lincoln & Union Counties involved.  Jerry stated that he will think about this and see where there is a need that will work with this bond and bring it back to the Council.

Recreational Vehicles Being Used for Living Quarters in Residential Districts: Jerry has done some research regarding the parking of campers in residential areas and then using them for living purposes.  Beresford did have an ordinance limiting the amount of time campers could be parked in residential areas; it was very restrictive and was eliminated in 2002.  The Council would like an ordinance that will allow campers in residential areas on a short-term basis, during certain times of the year, and not be allowed to be stored in residential areas.  Jerry will work on an ordinance with these guidelines and have the first draft ready for the next meeting.

Revised Bike Trail Construction Contract with Banner Engineering: Jerry received a revised contract from Banner Engineering for the Bike Trail Project.  It states that the SD DOT will do the construction engineering, which was originally included in Banner’s contract, and if construction staking is needed it will be an additional service.  A motion to accept the revised bike trail contract with Banner was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

New Business:

Resolution 2009-12-Amendment to Housing Plan for the City of Beresford: This will be tabled until the next Council Meeting.

Resolution 2009-13-Debt Service Agreement with the Housing & Redevelopment Commission: This will be tabled until the next Council Meeting.

Step Pay Increase for Greg Bates: Greg Bates, Golf Course Technician is due for his final step pay increase effective 9/6/09 to $14.82/hour.  His supervisor, Kelly Knutson, reported that Greg consistently goes above & beyond the call of duty and is definitely deserving of the increase.  A motion to approve the step pay increase for Greg Bates to $14.82/hour effective September 6, 2009, was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

 MMUA 2009-2010 Safety Management Program Contract: The Safety Management Program, provided by the Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association has sent a contract for the 2009-2010 year.  The cost has increased slightly.  A motion to approve signing the MMUA 2009-2010 Safety Management Program Contract was made by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.

2010 Budget Review: The 2010 budget is ready to review except for the golf course and revenue portions.  Kathy will send those to the Council Members as soon as they are completed.  Jerry stated that Kathy has done a great job of getting all of the budget information together.  A special meeting for budget review will be held on Monday, August 31, 2009, at 6:30 p.m. at the Library.

Discussion & Information Items:

City Employee & Council Christmas Party: The City Christmas party will be held on Saturday, December 5th, instead of Dec. 4th because there was already an event scheduled for that date at the Bridges.  More information will be available closer to that date.

Extend Free Dumping for Branches at Rubble Site: Code Enforcement Officer Jim Truman will be doing a tree inspection looking for all trees that need to be trimmed over city streets and sidewalks.  In light of that, Jerry suggested that the City extend free dumping of tree branches only through November 30th.  The Council agreed to extend the free dumping of branches. 

Next Council Meeting: Due to the Labor Day Holiday being on Monday, Sept. 7th, the next regular City Council Meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 8, 2009, at 7:30 p.m. at the City Library.

Burbach Aquatics Memo: Jerry Zeimetz received a memo from Burbach Aquatics itemizing the charges that were received.  Jerry is questioning the amount of computer time on the invoice and would like to speak with Dave Burbach about it before it is approved for payment.

Drivers License Renewal Program: A letter was sent to the City from the South Dakota Drivers License Program stating that effective October 1, 2009, drivers license testing and renewals will be discontinued in Beresford.  They are also terminating 17 other “low volume” exam stations throughout the state.  Vermillion and Sioux Falls will be the closest stations.  Mayor Fedderson & Jerry will try to get more information as to why the Beresford station is scheduled to be discontinued and see if there is anything that can be done to keep it open.

Opening Burning in City Limits: Councilman Akland reported that recently he witnessed a business within City limits burning debris on their property.  There is an open burn ordinance in the City; residents/businesses can have a fire pit, barbeque grills, etc, but garbage or debris burning is not allowed.
