Beresford City Council

August 15, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 15, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on August 1, 2005, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Bob Mortenson – ProMap: Bob Mortenson from ProMap Web GIS Systems gave a presentation on what Beresford would need to change to enhanced 911 service.  They will be providing their services to Union County as they change to enhanced 911.  Some of the tools they use include digital aerial photos, section corner certificates, and cadastral maps.  ProMap will be maintaining the geographical data for the county.

Shawn Duney – Bullberry Systems: Shawn Duney of Bullberry Systems was also present.  The Bullberry Systems Company provides 911 software to 911 centers.  He informed the Council that 911 equipment can run from $60,000.00 to $120,000.00 and that several companies provide this equipment.   Training is done via Internet, demonstrations and over the phone.  Mr. Duney stated that our 3 choices are: 1) take basic 911 calls ourselves (dispatch); 2) go to enhanced 911; or 3) all 911 calls go to Union County or Lincoln County.

Department Head Reports: 

Todd Hansen – SDN Technologies: Todd was present to briefly explain a letter BMTC received from SDN Communications.  The letter explained that SDN and SDNT are working with a company that is able to procure government contracts, in particular with the Department of Defense.  The purpose of the letter is to have BMTC sign an Exclusion in order for SDN & SDNT to get security clearances to participate on the contracts.  On  a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, approval to sign the Exclusion was granted, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Drainage at Catholic Church: The church council has approved the drainage as it has now been modified.  The church would like to re-address this issue in a year to see if any changes need to be made.  

Continuation of bike path along W. Maple: Jerry reported that Mryl & Roy’s have not submitted a quote and have stated that they won’t have time for this project this year.  Brower Construction will be laying asphalt here next week so could do the project at that time.  On a motion by Womack, second by Akland, approval to hire Brower Construction to lay the bike path was given, motion carried.

Insurance Quote Process: Kathy & Jerry have been getting information together for the insurance quote and are expecting to get three companies to send in quotes.  

New Business: 

Review Plat of Lots 4, 5 & 6 Block 1 of Grandview Addition, a Subdivision of Smolik Estates:

Cy Smolik has requested to replat the above section.  The Planning & Zoning Board did approve the request.  Approval to replat Lots 4, 5 & 6 Block 1 of Grandview Addition a Subdivision of Smolik Estates and adopt the following resolution was given on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Tree Trimming over city streets, alleys, and sidewalks: Jerry will be posting a notice in the paper requiring residents to trim any trees overhanging city streets, sidewalks and alleys.  Residents will have until Sept. 1st to get their trees trimmed, after that date city crews will notify those not in compliance.  This is done on a regular basis so tree branches don’t get out of control.  

Agreement with City of Sioux Falls Sanitary Landfill:  It is time again to renew our contract with the Sioux Falls Sanitary Landfill.  This is just an extension of what we have been doing in the past.  The renewal will take us to December 31, 2006.  Approval to renew the contract with SF Sanitary Landfill was given on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Authorization to advertise for bids on solid waste hauling and recycling contract: Every three years we accept bids from vendors for solid waste hauling and recycling within the City, and that time is the end of 2005.  It was noted that with the high cost of fuel, we might need to add a fuel clause to our contract.  Authorization to advertise for bids on solid waste hauling and recycling contract was approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Easement for Community Safety Center sign: Approval to grant an easement for the Community Safety Center sign, which will be located on Casey’s General Store property, was given on a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Donation of crushed concrete: Weatherton Contracting has offered the City 10,000 tons of crushed concrete if the City would construct a new skateboard park.  If we do this, it would be used in the development of the new Industrial Park.  The Council felt this was a very nice offer by Weathertons.  We need to have the engineers determine if the crushed concrete will work as a road base per city regulations.  The offer was tabled until more information is obtained.

Update on Building Permits year-to-date: Jerry reported that 68 Building Permits have been issued so far this year, with a value of $3.7 million.  The Council feels that the Building Permit process needs to be reviewed and we need to look more closely at the costs involved.  Jerry will take this request to the Planning & Zoning Board.

Special Meeting for Budget Review: A special meeting date has been set for the Budget Review on August 29, 2005, 6:30 p.m. at the Library Community Room.

Next Council Meeting: Because of the Labor Day Holiday, the next regular City Council Meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 6th.

Lewis & Clark Update: Dan Cotton reported that the water is owned by Lewis & Clark until it is delivered.  On the current contract, we have to pay for the full 800,000 gallons of water whether we use it or not.  With the new contract, we will pay just for what we actually use.  The new final contract should be completed this week.
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Approval of Travel Requests: A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to approve the following travel requests.  Motion carried.
