Beresford City Council

January 20, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, January 20, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Teresa Kaltenbach, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Gary Lambert

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 5, 2009, second by Womack, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

125th Committee: The 125th Anniversary Committee is requesting to build boulevard planters. The Council discussed future upkeep to these planters. Spaans made the motion to approve construction of the boulevard planters, Akland second, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Works Committee: The Public Works Committee along with the Swimming Pool Committee has been working with Nancy Ronto from Burbach Aquatics Inc. reviewing plans for a new swimming pool. The plan will be submitted for federal funding. Mayor Fedderson sent letters to SD’s congressional delegation in support of this project. No action was taken.

Lincoln County Commissioners: The Public Works Committee has been working with the Lincoln County Commissioners regarding garbage disposal fees at the Worthing Transfer Station. The issue was tabled until the next council meeting.   
Unfinished Business:

Clay Rural Water System: The Clay Rural Water board meets next week, at that time they will review the agreement for excess water with the City of Beresford and report back. No action taken.

New Business:

Request for 2009 subsidy from Beresford Faith In Action and Beresford Senior Citizens: A draw down request was received for the municipal subsidies from Faith In Action and the Beresford Senior Citizens Center. Council member Cotton made the motion to give $1,000 to the Beresford Senior Citizens Center and $5,600 to Faith In Action, Spaans second, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Review Bridges Golfing Fees: Council member Akland made the motion to adopt resolution 2009-01 Bridges Golf Course Fees, Womack second, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Appoint members to BEDCO: The Beresford Economic Development Corporation (BEDCO) is in need of four members. Mayor Fedderson would like to appoint Gary Schaap to a 4-year term, Gerald Dahlin to a 3-year term, Phil Peterson to a 2-year term and Dale Nothdurft to a 1-year term. A drawing was held to appoint terms for the new members. The terms end in October of each year.  Council member Akland made the motion to approve the 4 new members, Spaans second, all council members present voted aye, motion carried. 

Sick Leave donation policy: The Council reviewed the sick leave donation policy. It currently states that the lifetime maximum, per recipient, is 480 hours. The subject was tabled until the next council meeting in order to research the policy further.  

Engagement letter with East, VanderWoude, Grant & Co.: Finance Officer Moller stated that she received an engagement letter from East, Vander Woude, Grant and Co. to prepare the annual report for year ending December 31, 2008. Council member Akland made the motion to approve the annual financial statement review, Spaans second, motion carried.  

Proclamation for Silver Star Banner Day: Council member Spaans made the motion to proclaim May 1, 2009 Silver Star Banner day. The official day to honor the wounded and ill soldiers of the City of Beresford. Womack second the motion, motion carried.

Enterprise Fund Transfers to General Fund: Council member Spaans made the motion to approve the 2008 transfer of funds from the enterprise funds to the general fund, Womack second, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for summer help: Council member Akland made the motion to approve advertising for the 2009 seasonal summer help, Cotton second, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Agreement with City of Sioux Falls Regional Landfill: Spaans made the motion, seconded by Akland to sign the 2-year agreement with the City of Sioux Falls Regional Landfill. The Beresford garbage is taken to the Worthing Transfer station. Their garbage eventually ends up at the Sioux Falls Regional Landfill, which in turn requires an agreement with the City of Beresford. Motion carried. 

Buildings at 213 and 215 N 3rd St.: City Administrator Zeimetz was recently presented an opportunity for the City to purchase the buildings at 213 and 215 N 3rd St. Beresford. The council discussed the building site and if there is a need for the buildings. No action was taken.

Declare ’83 FMC Sewer Jetter Surplus Property and set value: Council members Spaans, Womack, and Akland were appointed as the Board of Appraisers and set the value for the ’83 FMC Sewer Jetter at $2,500.00. City Administrator Zeimetz mentioned that it would be advertised in the Municipal League magazine. Kaltenbach made a motion, seconded by Cotton to surplus the ’83 FMC Sewer Jetter, motion carried. 

Set date for Special Meeting – January 23, 2009: Cotton made the motion to set the hearing date for Friday January 23, 2009 at 5 p.m. for a special meeting to approve a one-day malt beverage license for Beresford Volunteer Fire Department, Womack second, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Authorize Advertising for Street Sealing and Gravel: Spaans made the motion to approve advertising for street sealing and gravel, Akland second, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Security at Woodfield Center: Police Chief Christensen was approached by Mr. Jacobson from Woodfield Center requesting the Beresford Police Department to check the grounds daily, three to four times throughout the day. The council discussed the request and asked City Attorney Frieberg to write up an agreement. Spaans made the motion to approve an agreement on a 60-day trial basis to check the Woodfield Center grounds, two times a day for $200.00 a month. Akland second the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Step Pay Increase: Aaron Jurgensen is due for a step pay increase from $15.04/hr. to $15.48/hr per union agreement. A motion to approve the pay increase for Police Officer Aaron Jurgensen was made by Womack, second by Cotton, all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
