Beresford City Council

April 5, 2010 

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, April 5, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.
Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 15, 2010, second by Erickson. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Public Forum and Visitors:

After Prom Committee: Brad Klostergaard, representing the After Prom Committee, asked the council for permission to use the bar section of the Bridges Clubhouse for the After Prom Party on April 24, 2010. The Public Works Committee met with Mike Conklin and Esther Zoss to discuss. Council member Akland made the motion to deny permission to use the bar section of the Clubhouse for the After Prom Party on April 24, 2010, Cotton second. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Beresford Lions Club: Jerry Voss, representing the Beresford Lions Club proposed a request to build a Lions Memorial Park on the eastside of the Grace V. Nelson ball fields. Jerry explained different project ideas of what the Club was thinking. The council asked Jerry Voss to meet with Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson. The council thanked Jerry and the Beresford Lions Club.

Committee / Mayor Reports:

Public Works Committee: The public works committee consisting of council members Cotton, Erickson and Akland recently met with Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist. The committee and Jay discussed different ideas to improve the department. No action taken.  

Unfinished Business:

HRC Board Appointment: Council member Tom Erickson made the motion to appoint Dave Kostboth to the Beresford Housing and Redevelopment Commission, fulfilling Kay Grosvenor’s term to November 2013. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

2010 Seasonal Help: Golf / Park / Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson met with the Public Work Committee consisting of council members Cotton, Erickson and Kaltenbach to discuss staffing for 2010 seasonal help. It was decided to move the topic to executive session at the end of the meeting.

Review Minutes from March 1, 2010: Council member Erickson made the motion to amend the March 1, 2010 council minutes to read that Akland made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign amendment number 1 to agreement number 713899 with the SDDOT. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried
Council member Lambert seconded the motion to amend the council minutes; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

New Business:

Gas Quote: One gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Spaans. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Agreement: The Mayor and Council received a letter from the State Energy Office, informing them that the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block grant program has awarded the City of Beresford $57,500 to replace street lighting. Council member Spaans made the motion to approve the Mayor signing the grant request. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

P/T Hires for Bridges Golf Course Clubhouse: Due to employee turnover, Clubhouse / Event Center Manager Mike Conklin is requesting to hire two part-time bartenders for the summer. Council member Erickson made the motion to approve Abby Lyle and Dawn Rye at $7.25/hr. each. Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Tax abatement request: Council member Akland made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign a tax abatement request in the amount of $401.53 for the Beresford School District for the property described as W. 50’ of Lot 1 and W. 50’ N ½ Lot 2 Blk 6 Ricards Add. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Dan Andre Retirement: Street / Water / Sewer Superintendent Dan Andre submitted a letter to the council of a retirement date of April 30, 2010. Mr. Andre has been employed by the City of Beresford since 1975. A retirement party along with a resolution is being planned for the near future.  

SDRS Special Pay Plan Resolution: Council member Lambert made the motion to adopt Resolution 2010-2, a resolution to offer qualified employees of the SD Retirement System an opportunity to receive a tax advantage and social security advantage when terminating active service. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Agreement with Olsen Farms: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that it is time to remove lime sludge from the sewer pits. Council member Spaans made the motion to approve Olsen Farms to remove the lime sludge, Akland seconded the motion. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
