Beresford City Council

June 21, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, May 17, 2010 at 6:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach and Troy Doeden.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 7, 2010, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.   

Public Hearings

Joint Meeting with Beresford School Board & Beresford Community Education Board: 

At this time, the School Board Meeting was called to order and roll call was taken.  Mayor Fedderson stated that the purpose of the joint meeting was to discuss Community Education and Parks & Rec, to start a dialogue, to try to determine what steps need to be taken now and in the future.


Superintendent Brian Field distributed a Long Range Plan for PRCE and gave a brief explanation of the plan.  Community Education Director Brent Palmer explained that there are 3 entities in Com Ed: Watchpuppy Depot, Kids Konnection, and Parks & Rec.  In 2009, the pre-school just broke even.  Brent also stated that the pre-school needs a minimum of 32 fee-based children enrolled in order to break even.  Brent then went through Com Ed’s budget and said $10,000-$15,000 is needed to continue for the remainder of the year.  It was stated that more help is needed in the area of grant writing & applications, and that Com Ed could lose some of the external funding if it becomes a department within the city government.

No date was set for the next joint meeting.  Brian Field will contact Mayor Fedderson with a date for the meeting.

At 7:30 the joint meeting of the City Council, Community Education Board and the School Board was adjourned.  The City Council reconvened at 7:37 p.m.

Department Head Reports

Jay Nordquist – Electric Department: 
· Fences: Michaels Fence gave Jay estimates to repair fences at the landfill, the lime pit, and the north yard.  He will be getting an estimate from Terry Jensen and will also talk to American Fence to get an estimate before any decisions are made.

· Cleaning of Lime Pit: Jay talked to a business out of Remsen, Iowa about cleaning the lime pits.  This group cleans pits in several area towns.  Tom Frieberg will send a certified letter to Oak Plains telling him that he needs to sign the contract and get it back to the City or the contract will be null and someone else will be hired.

· Jay reported that 8 electric poles broke during the windstorm on June 10th.  There are 2 poles along the interstate that have not been repaired yet because it is too wet to get to them.

Committee/Mayor Reports
Public Works Committee: Councilman Erickson reported on the committees meetings with the various department heads:

· Banner Engineering will give an estimate on the water plant repair by mid-July.

· He stressed that it is very important that a preventative maintenance plan be developed for the Water Treatment Plant.

· The City needs to look at the electric requirements for Prinsco and any other larger business that may move into Beresford.  Jay feels we will need to make changes to accommodate the larger businesses in the next 2-3 years and should beginning planning now.  This will be discussed further at the upcoming budget meeting.

· The swimming pool is doing quite well this year – it is clean and well run.  There were 4 saves in the last week and it was emphasized that parents and caregivers need to watch the younger children better.  Kelly is having new signs made to this effect.

· The park bathroom foundation is cracking again. 

· The Event Center is doing well and is booked solid.  Mike & Esther are doing a great job.  Golf course memberships are down this year.

The Mayor assigned the Finance & Utility Committee (Wayne Akland, Troy Doeden, Gary Lambert) to meet with their respective department heads and report at the next Council Meeting.

Old Business

Resolution to Authorize the Mayor to Apply for Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant: A motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, authorizing the Mayor to apply for the Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant, motion carried.

New Business

Small Community Planning Grant – Notice of Award and Authorize Mayor to Sign Agreement: a motion was made by Erickson, second by Doeden, authorizing the Mayor to sign the agreement for the Small Community Planning Grant, motion carried.
