Beresford City Council

June 19, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 19, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Dan Cotton.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on June 5, 2006, was approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Hearing: 
Use of 2nd Penny Sales Tax: Councilman Lambert asked the City Attorney what legal requirements the City has to notify the public of Public Hearings.  Mr. Frieberg stated that there are no time constraints as to when notification must be published.  He did state that this Public Hearing was advertised in the Beresford Republic for the past 2 weeks.

Attorney Frieberg went on to explain that when the 2nd penny sales tax was originally enacted it was for the purpose of the 13th Street project, and that a public hearing is needed if the use of this tax is to be changed.  The City is considering paying off the 13th Street project in the amount of $580,659, with the money from the Sprint investment, and then changing the use of the 2nd penny sales tax to be directed toward the Community Center/Clubhouse project.

At this time, Councilman Cotton stated that he didn’t think the resolution was ever voted on back in  March 2004.  Tom Frieberg said that Dougherty & Associates would not have been able to write the bond if it wasn’t voted on and approved.

Woody Woodsend of Dougherty & Company was present and prepared 2 options, both assuming the 13th Street debt is paid off. Option one would give the City excess revenue from the bond account of $442,538 plus the remaining $419,340 from the Sprint investment for a total of $861,878 for other investments or reserves.  Option two would give the City excess revenue from the bond account of $142,538 plus the remaining $419,340 from the Sprint investment for a total of $561,878 for other investments or reserves.

Dick Travis spoke in favor of proceeding with building the Community Center.  He was recently at a wedding in a small town that also built a community center and said that he talked to both opponents and proponents of the project and all felt the center was a great benefit to their community.  He feels that Beresford needs a quality facility and having that would draw countless people to our City which will in turn benefit many other businesses.  

Vince Tooley wondered how the proposed Community Center is going to benefit the townspeople?  He feels a lot of people are frustrated and feel forgotten and are asking what’s in it for them?  He thinks there is a lot of decline in other areas of the City that need attention.

Keith Neuharth from RS Architects spoke on the cost and design of the Community Center/Clubhouse.  When the original design was done a year ago the cost was $1.15 million.  Since then, costs have increased due in part to the recent hurricanes.  They are now working on a different design to change the roofline and make a few other changes to save costs.  When they get a more detailed design finished, they will bring it to the Council.  After that, they will put together the construction documents and get it ready to bid.  Mayor Palmer did make it clear that at any time that the costs seem too high, we can decline.  

A motion to adopt Resolution 2006-12 Resolution Relating to Lease-Purchase of City Facilities; Authorizing the Execution and Delivery of a Ground Lease and Easement Agreement and a Lease-Purchase Agreement and Approving and Authorizing Execution of Related Documents, to change the allocation of the 2nd penny sales tax was made by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried

RESOLUTION 2006-12 (Published separate of these Minutes)

A motion to pay off the 13th Street project with funds from the Sprint investment was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.  The exact amount of the payoff will be brought to the next Council Meeting.

1-Day Malt Beverage Hearing – Beresford Pulling Association, July 15, 2006: A motion to approve the One-Day Malt Beverage License for the Beresford Pulling Association for the tractor pull event scheduled for July 15, 2006, was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  No one was present to oppose the request.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Vince Tooley – Request to Chip Seal 300 Block of S. 1st & S. Railroad St.: Vince Tooley, Glen Vennard, Dean Knutson and Gary Geveshausen were present to voice their concerns regarding the streets in their neighborhood.  South 1st Street and South Railroad Street are not paved, are very dusty or muddy, and people seem to drive very fast down those streets.  In addition, a lot of rock & gravel gets pushed into their yards when the snowplows go by in the winter.  They were requesting chip sealing for those streets.  Their primary concern is safety for those traveling on those streets.  Jerry will check into the costs of getting crushed asphalt put down and will let Vince know what he finds out.

Unfinished Business:

Second Reading Ordinance 2006-02 An Ordinance Prohibiting the Parking of Trucks in the City of Beresford Central Business District:  The Council noted that 3 of the semi trailers have been removed from the Furniture & More parking lot and they are working on cleaning up the area.  The Council decided to table the second reading for now and have Chief Christensen inform the owner that the ordinance will not be passed for now provided the last truck is removed.

Open Police Officer Position – Schedule Interviews with Public Safety Committee: Larry Christensen reported that fourteen applications have been received for the full-time Police Officer position.  He would like to set up a time for the Public Safety Committee to review the applications and decide on which one’s to interview.  A meeting time was set for 1:15 on Tuesday, June 20.  Chief Christensen said he plans to do thorough background checks on all applicants who will be interviewed.

New Business:

Sidewalk Inventory: Ryan Duffy, the City’s summer intern, did an inventory of the sidewalks within the City and put together a color-coded map showing acceptable, missing, and damaged sidewalks.  It looks like there are a lot of areas in the City that need work.    The Planning & Zoning Board is now requiring sidewalks be installed on all new construction.  Tom Frieberg will check the ordinances to see if we can amend it to state that new construction requires sidewalks, in addition, we should add school zones to the requirement.  Tom will bring a rough draft to the next meeting.  

Request for “Children at Play” sign: Jerry received a request for a “Children at Play” sign to be placed on S. 1st St.  After discussion, it was decided by the Council not to place signs there.  There are children on every street in the City and there needs to be other circumstances included in order to require signs.  The reason the signs were placed on S. 3rd Street around the curve is because of the transition from a faster to slower speed limit.

First Offer Lewis & Clark Rural Water System Redistribution of Unallocated Capacity: Lewis & Clark Rural Water System sent a letter stating that they currently have a total of 1.15 million gallons of water per day of original capacity and .80 million gallons per day of excess capacity that is unallocated and they are now offering a portion of this unallocated capacity to our system.  

Jerry will talk to Troy Larson from LCRWS to get more information and find out when they need an answer.

Authorize Public Hearing on Rezoning Request from Single Family Residential (R-1) to Multi-Family Residential (R-2) Lot 1 of Clubhouse Addition: The second reading was held and a motion was made by Cotton, second by Womack, to set the public hearing date for July 3, 2006, at 7:30 p.m. for the purpose of considering a request from the Beresford Housing & Redevelopment Commission to rezone from single family residential to multi-family residential the following property:


Lot 1 of Clubhouse Addition in the NW ¼ of Section 5, Township 95 North, 

Range 50 West of the 5th P.M., City of Beresford, Union County, South Dakota.

Motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Draining Water Tower: The question was raised as to why the public was not informed of the intent to drain the water tower.  Jerry explained that the Water Department wanted water consumption to continue as usual before draining and felt if an announcement was made, people would try to conserve water.  Also, the draining should have only taken about 1-2 hours but a problem was encountered which made it take longer.  This procedure is usually only done about every 10 years.

Overtime: It was noted that when the Electric Department hired a fourth full-time employee, it was under the condition that overtime be kept at a minimum; the Council feels there has been too much overtime logged recently.  It was also noted that projects being done for other departments should be done during work hours and not overtime.  Jerry Zeimetz was asked to speak to Jay Nordquist, Electric Department Superintendent, about this situation.
