The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday, February 16, 2010 at 6:00 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.
 
Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.
Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on February 1, 2010 second by Akland. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Dept. Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist, Electric Dept. – portable stage usage: Council discussed a rental fee on the portable stage. Council member Cotton made the motion to charge a flat fee of $200.00 (which includes set up and take down) and $5.00 per mile one-way for all out of town rentals. Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. Any variance from the rental fees must be approved by the City Council.

Finance and Utility Committee: Kathy Moller, Wayne Akland, Tom Frieberg, Teresa Kaltenbach and Jerry Zeimetz met on Friday February 12, 2010 to discuss different options for delinquent customers accounts. The committee decided to get together again and report back at the March 15, 2010 council meeting. No action taken.

Beresford Police Dept: Mayor Fedderson read a thank-you letter from Hwy. Patrol Officer Chris Halm. The letter stated his appreciation of assistance from Beresford Police Officers, Michael Schurch and David Steckelberg. The Council praised Officers Steckelberg and Schurch for going above and beyond their duties. 

New Business:

Authorize advertising for summer help: Council member Akland made the motion to approve advertising for summer help, Spaans seconded the motion. All present council members vote aye, motion carried. 

2004 Tahoe: Council member Lambert made the motion to transfer the 2004 Chevy Tahoe to the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. to replace their suburban. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Resignation from Housing & Redevelopment Commission (HRC) Board: Mayor Fedderson stated that Tom Diefendorf and Kay Grosvenor have submitted letters of resignation from the Beresford HRC. The Mayor and Council thanked Tom Diefendorf and Kay Grosvenor for their years of service.   

Malt Beverage License: Council member Cotton made the motion to authorize advertising for a 1-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. on March 27, 2010. Lambert second the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Costs to upgrade water lines on 2nd, 5th and 11th Streets: Street/Sewer/Water Superintendent Dan Andre stated that water lines on 2nd, 5th and 11th Streets are in future need of replacement due to deteriorating pipes causing numerous water main breaks. A request was sent to Banner Associates for an estimate of the cost to replace the water lines. The estimate came in at approximately $700,000. The council was asked to look for possible grant money for this project. No action taken.  

Authorize to file extension with SD Legislative Audit for 2009 annual report: Council member Cotton made the motion to authorize filing for a 30-day extension on the 2009 annual report. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Discussion & Information Items:
SD DOT received bids on bile trail project: Council was notified that a notice was received February 11, 2010 that the SD DOT opened bids on the city’s new bike path. The SD DOT is handling everything. The bid came in at $121,218.84, which is below the engineer’s estimate. This should allow room for any change orders that may or may not be required. 

Laramie River Station tour April 21-22: Mayor and Council have been invited by Missouri River Energy Services to tour the Laramie River Station in Wheatland WY. The cost of the tour is $600.00 per person. The council was asked to decide on whether or not they would attend by the March 1, 2010 council meeting. 

Rebates available for household appliances from US Dept. of Energy starting March 1, 2010: The council was notified of an appliance rebate. The US Dept. of Energy has given SD $772,000 in federal stimulus grant funds for the residential rebates. Starting March 1, 2010 rebates will be offered on the purchases of certain residential Energy Star qualified appliances as replacements for existing, less-efficient units. National FFA week February 20-27, 2010: Mayor and Council received an invitation to help the Beresford FFA celebrate National FFA week, with an appreciation breakfast on Tuesday February 23, 2010. 

Notice from SD Dept. of Revenue: The council was notified that a letter was received from the SD Dept. of Revenue and Regulations stating that the consumer price index (CPI) taxes payable in 2011 is 0%. The index factor is the percent a taxing district may increase the taxes payable in the following year.
