Beresford City Council

December 18, 2006

The Beresford City Council met at the Beresford High School vocal music room on December 18, 2006, at 6:30 p.m. for the purpose of hearing public comments on the request by Bob Andrews to build a 2500 hog nursery unit within one mile of the City limits.  At 7:30 p.m. the meeting moved to the Public Library for the regular session.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Rich Spaans, Chuck Von Eschen.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Hearing:

Bob Andrews Request to Place a Hog Nursery within 1 Mile of City Limits: Mayor Palmer opened the public hearing by explaining that Union County requires permission from the City since the hog unit would be a technical violation of Union County rules.  The Mayor opened the floor to comments and discussion but first asked that residents keep their comments to the facts and issue at hand.  

Bob Andrews explained that he is requesting to build a hog nursery unit that will house approximately 2500 hogs, starting at 9-12 pounds and at 30-40 pounds they will be shipped out.  

There were approximately 70 people in attendance at the Hearing.  Several in attendance made comments both in favor and in opposition of the request.

After the discussion, a motion was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, to deny Mr. Andrews’ request to build a hog nursery unit within 1 mile of the City limit, motion carried unanimously.

At this time the meeting was recessed in order for the Council Members to go to the Library to continue the meeting there.  The meeting reconvened at 7:45 with Council Vice-President Gary Lambert presiding.  

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on December 4 & December 11, 2006 were approved, on a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.   

Public Forum & Visitors:
Daniels Construction Representatives – Update on Community Center/Clubhouse Project: No one was present from Daniels Construction.  City Attorney Tom Frieberg will send them a letter reminding them to be in attendance at the December 28th meeting, and also remind them of the May 1st completion date.

Unfinished Business:

Employee Clothing Allowance: At the last Council Meeting, the Council Members were asked to bring recommendations for the clothing allowance policy to the next meeting.  After discussion on this issue, a motion was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, that upon completion of six months of employment, part-time employees will be allowed $100.00/year for clothing allowance, motion carried with one nay vote from Womack.  There were no changes made to the policy for full-time employees.

The Council recessed at 8:00 pm for the CATV Annual Meeting.  Minutes are recorded separately. 

At 8:40 p.m. the regular meeting reconvened.

New Business: 

Change Order #3, Community Center/Clubhouse Project: Change Order #3 was due to our request to install an extra data cable & box in the floor of the conference room.  A motion to approve change order #3 in the amount of $913.50 was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

First Amendment to Amended and Restated Commitment Agreement with Lewis & Clark Rural Water: Dan Cotton received the First Amendment to Amended and Restated Commitment Agreement which reflects the reallocation of previously unallocated capacity which took place as of October 1, 2006.  This Amendment also contains a corrected Exhibit A.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Akland, to approve the Mayor’s signature on the Amendment, motion carried.

Resolution 2006-23 – Contingency Fund Transfers: Jerry Zeimetz requested that the Council hold off on approving this until the very end of the year.  A special meeting will be held on December 28, 2006, at 1:00 p.m. to pay final bills for 2006.

Report from Community Center/Clubhouse Committee on Fees to Use Facility: Jerry reported that the advisory committee has met 3 times to look at fees for using the new center.  All Council Members received a copy of the rates discussed so far.  Jerry did emphasize that this is still a work in progress and has not been finalized yet.  The group is going to visit the Brandon Event Center and Clubhouse next week.
Discussion & Information Items:

2006 Building Permits Summary: Jerry reported that there were 82 permits issued in 2006 totaling $4,646,946.  This included 6 new homes and 4 new twin homes.  In the past 4 years 58 new housing units have been added in Beresford as compared to 22 the previous 4 years.

Insurance Savings: Councilman Von Eschen thanked Jerry & Kathy for their part in securing the new insurance coverage for City Employees, which generated a significant savings for the City.
