 Beresford City Council

June 6, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 6, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack (arrived at 9:00), Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on May 16, 2005, were approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Hearing:
Malt Beverage License Renewals:  The following On/Off Sale Malt beverage licenses, and Off Sale Malt Beverage licenses were approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

On/Off Sale Malt beverage Licenses: Beresford Country Club, Jet Truck Plaza, Tony’s Kwik Stop, and VFW/Legion, Beresford Lanes.

Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses: Casey’s General Store, Cenex C-Store, Fiesta Foods.

Public Forum & Visitors:  

Grace Kennedy – Nuisance Property: Grace Kennedy was present to address the Council on the vacant property across from her house.  It has been empty for 15 years and is being used to store lumber, carpet, old appliances.  The lawn had been mowed but at times it gets quite long.  She is also concerned because there is a broken window in the back of the house and she believes cats and other animals may be living inside.  She asked the Council to pay attention to the areas of town that need attention.  She feels it is a health hazard, a public nuisance, and lowers the value of the surrounding properties.

The Council would like to see the ordinances reviewed and possibly revised so these areas can get cleaned up and not be allowed to exist.  The Council also asked for copies of the ordinance and copies of reports from the Code Enforcement Officer for the next meeting.  Attorney Frieberg will research what other communities do with nuisance properties and report his findings back to the Council.

Father Dennis Meier, St. Teresa’s Catholic Church: Father Meier addressed the Council to inform them of the problem with the drainage off the new golf course onto the church property.  He provided pictures for each Council member showing the areas that are causing problems, particularly hole #7 and the golf cart path.  The architect did meet with Father Meier on May 18th and some changes were agreed upon and the changes were made to fix this problem.  Father Meier feels that the changes that were made have made the problem worse as there has been more water draining onto the church property since then.  Jerry stated that the tiling is not completely done yet, and that when the sod is down the draining should decrease.  The architect will be in town on Wednesday and will look over the situation again and see what needs to be done to correct it.

Gary Schaap & Leo Keiser, Drainage Issues: Gary & Leo were present to discuss the draining problem in the City Park, along their back yards.  They had 12 neighbors sign a petition regarding the problem.  Their main concern is the health issue – specifically the threat of West Nile with the standing water.  We will have our engineers give us options to deal with the drainage.

Leland & Jean Saugstad, Review Plat of Lot 4, Block 4 of Saugstad Addition: The Planning & Zoning Board has approved a replat of this property, which includes a 30 foot Right of Way that was abandoned.  The purpose of this is to make sure the easement is recorded, as there are water lines that need to be maintained.  The Saugstad’s have a buyer for this property and want to finish this up.  They will have the surveyor print a new plat with the modification of the 30’ Right of Way and bring it to City Hall for signatures. On a motion by Cotton, second by Akland the following resolution was approved.  Motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Executive Session – Swiftel Communications contractual negotiations:  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, the Council moved into Executive Session at 8:17 to discuss contractual negotiations with Swiftel Communications representatives, motion carried.

Mayor Palmer declared the Council out of executive session at 9:07 p.m.

Industrial Park Infrastructure Improvements and EDI Grant – Toby Brown (SECOG):  The BEDCO board has agreed to proceed on making improvements to our new industrial park by continuing 16th Street north of Highway 46 approximately 1300 feet and then east to 13th Street, approximately 930 feet, creating a loop through the park.   There is an EDI Grant available in the amount of $397,640.00 that can be used for a portion of the development; the City is not required to match this amount. Toby Brown explained that this money can be used for water and sewer line extensions, curb & gutter, gravel & asphalt.  Toby stated that the City needs to follow certain guidelines to use this money, such as defining the industrial park, doing additional studies, follow the environmental process, and delineate where the blocks will be.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, approval to proceed with the industrial park improvements was given, motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Policy & Procedure Committee:  The Policy & Procedure Committee, consisting of Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland and Dan Cotton, finalized the following pay adjustments for the Council Members:

The above pay increase, effective May 1, 2005, was approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:
Second Reading Ordinance 02-2005, rezoning Lots 4-5-6 of Block 3, Harkers & Green Addition: The second reading of Ordinance 02-2005 to rezone Lots 4-5-6 of Block 3, Harkers & Green Addition from single family residential to multi-family residential was approved on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Ordinance 2005-02 (published separate from Minutes)
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Verizon Option & Lease Agreement for Cell Tower:  Verizon is finalizing plans for a wireless communications tower to be constructed on city property south of the Slumberland property.   If Verizon subleases, the City will get 15% of the rental price.  There will need to be a Conditional Use Hearing because of the height of the tower.  On a motion by Womack, second by Akland, approval to sign the Memorandum of Option and Lease Agreement and the Option and Lease Agreement Verizon Wireless to construct a cell phone tower on City property was approved, motion carried.

New Business:

Summer Hire for Telephone Department: On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, approval was given to hire Cody Nielsen as a summer hire for the Telephone Department at a rate of $6.50/hour with a 50 cent bonus if he stays the entire summer, motion carried.

Summer Hire for Park: Dan Williams has offered to work on the ball fields for the summer and may be used in other areas if needed when the current summer employees are back in school.  On a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, Dan Williams will be hired on a part-time, seasonal basis to work primarily on the baseball/softball fields at a rate of $7.00/hour, motion carried.

Library Part-Time Hire: On a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, Mary Ellen Manning was hired as a part-time student employee at the Library at a rate of $6.37/hour, motion carried.

City Hall Part-Time Hire: On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, Susan Denton was hired as a part-time employee for City Hall at a rate of $9.50/hour, motion carried.

Police Part-Time Hire: On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, Larry Schultz, certified police officer, was hired at the rate of $10.50/hour, motion carried.

Appointment to SECOG Board: At the last Council Meeting, the Council agreed to appoint Lisel Hallwas to finish out her term on the board.  Since that time, she has decided to step down from this position so we need to appoint another person for that position.  Jay Frink has expressed interest in the past and has agreed to take a seat on the board.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, Jay Frink was nominated for a seat on the SECOG Board, motion carried.

Change Order #1, Bridges Golf Course: Change Order #1 for the Bridges Golf Course in the amount of $9,587.49 was approved on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  The Change Order was to dig an additional 90’ for the well.  

Change Order #2, Bridges Golf Course: Change Order #2 for the Bridges Golf Course is to redesign the pond overflow for the additional size of the floating slab needed for the new pump house design, at no change in the contract price.   Change Order #2 was approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Pay Request #3, Bridges Golf Course: Pay Request #3 to Wyss Associates in the amount of $261,401.25 was approved for payment on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for One-Day Temporary Malt Beverage License for Beresford Pulling Association:  Advertising for a one-day temporary malt beverage license for the Beresford Pulling Association was approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.  

First Reading Ordinance 03-2005: The first reading of Ordinance 03-2005 is for the purpose of rezoning the west 208 ft. of Lot 3, Block 5, Lomberg’s Addition from residential to general business was held.  This is the property owned by Len & Diane Hofer where the greenhouse is located.  

Board of Adjustment: The Board of Adjustment will hear the Conditional Use request for Verizon Wireless.  The Board consists of Mayor Palmer, 2 Council Members (Gary Lambert & Chuck Von Eschen), Dan Buum, and Greg Larson.  Since Greg is no longer on the Planning & Zoning Board, we need to approve Brian Peterson to take his place.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, approval to appoint Brian Peterson to the Board of Adjustment was granted, motion carried.
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Kennedy Rezoning Request: On a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, June 20th was set as the hearing date for the rezoning request of Jim & Lila Kennedy to rezone from single family residential (R1) to multi-family residential (R2) the West 75 ft. of lots 13-14-15 of Blk 3, Original Beresford City.   Motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

SF Surplus Auction: Jerry has received a letter from Sioux Falls Mayor Munson regarding the Surplus Auction being held in Sioux Falls.  If we have any large items we would like to auction off it would be worth the trip but will not do for smaller items.

Jim Truman Passes Class II Water Distribution Test: Mayor Palmer was notified that Jim Truman has passed the Class II Water Distribution Test, after only 6 months of working in the water department.  Congratulations to Jim on a job well done!

Community Safety Center Overhead Doors: The overhead doors at the CSC have not worked correctly since they were installed.  Jerry has sent notification to Custom Door and tried to set up a meeting to get this corrected but no one from Custom Door showed up.  James Steel Erection has been notified that if this issue isn’t resolved within 2 weeks the cost to hire someone else to fix it will be withheld from their final pay request.

Larry Christensen Training Completion: Congratulations to Chief Christensen for successfully completing the National Incident Management System Training.  

Sump Pump Inspection Process: There are still many homes in the City that are hooking their sump pumps into the sanitary sewer.  Should we have a sump pump inspection and to make sure everyone’s pumps are hooked up correctly?  Tom Frieberg will put together an ordinance on how city residents’ sump pumps should be hooked up and where they should be draining.

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the gas bid from Cenex in the amount of $1.8513 for super unleaded and $1.8995 for unleaded gas was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

At 9:47 p.m. on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, council moved to Executive Session to discuss the Swiftel negotiations, motion carried.

Mayor Palmer declared the Council out of Executive Session at 10:20 p.m.
