Beresford City Council

August 3, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, August 3, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 20, 2009, second by Akland, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Jerry Zeimetz – City Administrator Report: 

> Jerry has had some complaints about someone living in a camper in town and is wondering how the Council would like to handle this.  Jerry & Tom Frieberg will do some research on this and bring possible options back to the next Council Meeting.

> Due to the windstorm Sunday night, the City will begin curbside pick up of tree branches on Thursday, August 6th.  There will also be free dumping of tree branches & leaves at the landfill until August 15th.

> Also due to the windstorm, the Sprint antenna on top of the water tower moved 8’ and is at the edge of the tower.  Sprint/Swiftel personnel were in town today and are quickly taking care of the problem.  The cost to repair the antenna is Sprint’s responsibility.

> Thanks to all the City employees for their help during and after the storm.  The clean up around town is still ongoing but should be completed this week.

> Police Chief Larry Christensen’s father passed away last week so Larry has been off work this week attending to family matters.

> The SD Department of Transportation Grant Agreement for the continuation of the bike trail is ready for the Mayor’s signature.  A motion to approve signing the DOT Grant Agreement was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

13th Street Bike Path: At this time Council Member Kaltenbach stated that she recently observed a driver nearly hit some children on the bike path on 13th Street because the driver was using it for a turning lane.  There was discussion about this issue and also concerns about drivers speeding on 13th Street.  It was recommended that the police do more patrolling and issuing tickets in this area to try to curtail these problems.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Mayor Fedderson assigned the Finance & Utilities Committee to meet with their respective department heads and report back at the next Council Meeting.

Swimming Pool: Council members Erickson & Cotton reported that they have had numerous complaints about the swimming pool recently, both on the operation of the pool and the condition of the pool.  They both feel all aspects of the pool operation need to be looked at very closely and changes made prior to next season.  

Unfinished Business:

115 KV Loop Project with City of Vermillion: Jay Nordquist spoke with the DGR engineer and they are discussing now the possibility of tapping into the Rasmussen substation.  They believe Missouri River Energy would be more favorable to this vs. the Beresford/Vermillion loop, and it would benefit both Beresford and Vermillion.  Attorney Frieberg suggested that City representatives call for a meeting with Missouri River representatives and get all the facts on the table so a decision can be made one way or another.

New Business:

Step Pay Increase: Joe Knutson is due for a step pay increase effective August 6, 2009.  A motion to approve the step pay increase for Joe Knutson to $23.22/hour was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

Appointment to Library Board: Mayor Fedderson recommended Amy Schaap for a term on the Library Board.  A motion to appoint Amy Schaap to a 3-year term on the Library Board was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Appointment to Planning & Zoning Commission: Mayor Fedderson recommended Chet Borah to complete the term of Randy Moller on the Planning & Zoning Commission.  A motion to appoint Chet Borah to a complete Randy Moller’s term through June, 2010 on the Planning & Zoning Commission was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.025 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Erickson to accept the bid, second by Kaltenbach. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Extend Agreement with Bob Dolan:  The original agreement between the Beresford Economic Development Corporation, the City of Beresford and Bob & Sally Dolan for the golf course

housing development was in the amount of $600,000 with half paid up front and then $5,000 per each lot sale.  As not all the lots have been sold at this time, Mr. & Mrs. Dolan have agreed to extend the agreement 3 additional years, through August 1, 2012.  A motion approving and authorizing the Mayor to execute the Extension Agreement between the City of Beresford, BEDCO, First Savings Bank and the Dolans was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Budget Requests from Non-Profits: Jerry asked the Council if they would like to have representatives from all non-profit agencies appear before the Council vs. sending a letter requesting funds, and the Council said that yes, they would like those representative to attend a Council Meeting to make their presentation and request funds.

City Employee & Council Christmas Party: Finance Officer Moller asked the Council if they would like to have a Christmas party this year.  The Council would like a party at the Bridges – Kathy will see if she can get it reserved the first Friday in December.

Letter from SDML:  Jerry received a letter from the SD Municipal League with information regarding the possibility of an additional penny of local option sales tax.  If we are interested in this we need to provide a list of projects in our community where we would use those funds.  There was also information on recovery zone bonds.  There was not very much information on the recovery zone bonds – more information should be available at the upcoming annual meeting.

Ken Kaltenbach Wood Pile Issue: Mayor Fedderson received a letter from one of the neighbors near the property with Mr. Kaltenbach’s woodpile.  They feel that the matter has not been resolved yet.  Members of the Council noted that the woodpile has not been added to and in fact has been reduced, which was part of the original agreement.  It was also noted that the neighbors ripped out the fence belonging to Mr. Kaltenbach, without his permission, and that this is possibly more of a neighbor feud and the City shouldn’t be involved in this matter.  Mayor Fedderson will talk to both parties and see if the matter can be resolved.

Executive Session: At 8:30 p.m. a motion to go into executive session to discuss a legal issue was made by Akland, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

The Council reconvened at 8:37 p.m., no action was taken.

At this time there was a discussion on union procedures, how step pay increases are handled, and the need for a new performance management plan.
