Beresford City Council

February 17, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday, February 17, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on February 2, 2009, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Finance and Utility Committee – Review of electric rates: Jason & Tara Atwood addressed the council with their concern over the current electric rates. The council discussed the rates and the process of how the electric is purchased. Electric Dept. Superintendent Jay Nordquist was present to answer any questions. No action was taken.   
Public Works Committee – Bridges at Beresford Clubhouse & Event Center: The committee recently met with Clubhouse Manager Mike Conklin and City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz to discuss the job description of the Clubhouse and Event Center Assistant Manager position, current rental fees and summer employee hours. No action was taken.

Unfinished Business:

Review Sick Leave Donation policy: The Policy & Procedure Committee consisting of Akland, Kaltenbach and Cotton were asked to get together to discuss this policy. The subject was tabled until the March 2, 2009 council meeting.  

Lewis & Clark Regional Water antenna request: Lewis & Clark Regional Water System is requesting approval to place two antennas on the water tower. The antenna specs were reviewed and a building permit application was submitted. Council member Lambert made the motion to approve the request, waive any rental fees and send the building permit application to the Planning & Zoning board, Akland second the motion. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Council member Pete Womack excused himself at 8:05pm.
Review Section 19-200 of the City Code of Ordinance regarding reconnection fees: Council member Akland made the motion, seconded by Spaans to adopt Ordinance 02-2009.  All present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

ORDINANCE NO. 02-2009

AN ORDINANCE REVISING CERTAIN PROVISIONS 

RELATING TO  THE DISCONNECTION OF CITY UTILITIES

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council for the City of Beresford, Union and Lincoln County, South Dakota of the Beresford City Ordinances read as follows:

That Section 19-200 of the Beresford City Ordinances is amended to read as follows:

 

Sec: 19-200.  When payable; delinquency:

(e) After shutoff, in order to have the utility services reconnected, the customer must pay the entire amount of any delinquent or past due accounts as well as the current bill that is owed and a reconnection fee of $35.00 per utility. 

(f)     
In the event it becomes necessary to hand deliver a notice with regard to any utility service which is delinquent, the City shall charge, as an additional delinquency penalty, the sum of $25.00 for each hand delivery which is sent to a utility customer.

Council member Lambert made the motion to adopt the job description and wage scale and authorize advertising for the position, Cotton seconded the motion, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Because of a 17% increase over lasts years cost, Council member Lambert made a motion to reject the bids and re-bid again at a later date, Spaans seconded the motion. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.  

Full time Police Officer: Sgt Lyle Savey of the Beresford Police Dept. sent the Mayor and Council a letter of resignation, effective March 27, 2009. Council member Akland made the motion to approve advertising for a full-time police officer, Cotton second the motion. All council members present voted aye, motion carried. 

Commercial & Industrial Water users with underground irrigation system: To reflect the new water rates that were effective February 1, 2009, the water rates for Commercial & Industrial underground irrigation system meters should increase to $5.40 per 1,000 gallons. Council member Spaans made the motion to adopt Resolution 2009-02, Lambert second. All council members present voted aye, motion carried. 

RESOLUTION 2009-02


BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council for the City of Beresford, South Dakota that Resolution 2008-24 which sets forth the water rates for the City of Beresford be amended to add to the current rate resolution a section to read as follows:


Section V. Commercial & Industrial with Underground Irrigation System:  Commercial and Industrial customers with underground irrigation systems which are separately metered from the primary water service shall be charged the rate of $2.95 per 1000 gallons of water plus $2.45 per 1,000 gallons for Lewis and Clark fee for a total of $5.40 per 1,000 gallons used for the underground irrigation system.  The monthly minimum charges set forth in Section 1 of Resolution 2008-24 shall not apply provided the customer has a commercial or industrial billing account to which the minimum monthly service charge applies.  The cost of separately metering any underground irrigation system shall be the responsibility of the customer.

Class II Waste Water Collection: William Sebern has passed the Class II Wastewater Collection operator certification exam. The council commended William for the effort and perseverance that was necessary in order to pass this exam.
