Beresford City Council

January 17, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 17, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Robert Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on January 3, 2006, were approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:
Resolution for Extension of S-1 Agreement with MRES: Resolution 2006-01 to extend the S-1 Agreement with MRES was approved on a motion by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

New Business:

Authorize Advertising for Full-time Golf Course Maintenance Technician: Jerry provided a copy of the job description and wage scale for the Golf Course Maintenance Technician job opening.  Approval to advertise was given on a motion by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  Jerry stated that this is a full time seasonal position.  

Authorize Advertising for Summer Help – Parks, Pool, Coaches, and Golf Course: On a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, approval to being advertising for summer help was given, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Street Sealing and Gravel Bids: Council members discussed several streets in the City that are in need of repair.  Jerry will have our engineer look at the areas of concern, specifically West Main and the intersection of 10th & Hemlock.  We may use some of the budget from the street sealing for other street repairs.  Jerry will ask Dan Andre to compile a list of areas that are in need of sealing.  Authorization to advertise for street sealing and gravel bids was approved on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Review Part-Time Wage for Meter Reader, Planning & Zoning Board, and Building Inspector: Larry Pravecek has asked the council to review the part time wage for the meter reader.  He has worked for the City for over 23 years full-time in the Street Department and upon retirement, agreed to continue reading electric and water meters on a part-time basis at $10.00/hour.  Approval to raise Larry Pravecek’s hourly wage to $11.00/hour was given on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.  

At this time there was discussion on raising the salary for the City Building Inspector and the Planning & Zoning Board.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, to change those wages as follows: Building Inspector raise inspections from $5.00 each to $10.00 each and raise monthly salary from $80.00 to $120.00; Planning & Zoning Board members will be raised from $20.00 per meeting to $50.00 per meeting, motion carried.  

Jerry was asked to provide City Council Members copies of the Planning & Zoning Meeting Minutes so they can keep informed as to what is happening in that area.   

Review Electric Rates – Consider Resolution to Increase Rates: Western Area Power Administration (WAPA) has increased the cost of purchasing power from them by 11.4%. WAPA provides 45% of the power the City purchases with Missouri River Energy Services providing the rest.  The previous two rate increases were done to finance the construction of the new transmission line and substation for the City.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Lambert, second by cotton, to adopt Resolution 2006-02, which would increase electric rates by 3.5%, motion carried.  This rate change will be effective March 1, 2006.

Step Pay Increase Per Union Agreement: Jerry Antonson’s step pay increase was due 1/1/06, but there is some confusion as to what it should be since there was a change in the Union pay schedules.  Jerry Zeimetz will bring the information to the next meeting for approval when it is determined what the increase should be.

Request for Donation – Beresford After Prom: The City received a donation request for the After Prom party.  The request will be passed along to Beresford Cablevision.   .

Discussion and Information Items: 
2005 Building Permit Information: Zeimetz reported that we received 93 total Building Permits in 2005.  There was discussion on the length of time people have to complete their building project and Jerry stated that they have one year from when the permit was issued.  After that time it can be renewed with the Planning & Zoning Board approval and payment of the required fees.  

Frostbite Four Road Race – February 4: The annual Frostbite Four Road race will be held on Saturday, February 4th, with the Mayor’s Mile starting at 10:00 a.m. and the race starting at 11:00 a.m.  A chili supper will be served to all participants following the race.  The money raised will go to the BHS Booster Club.

Community Dinner – February 11: The annual Community Dinner will be held on Saturday, February 11th at the VFW Legion Hall.  All Council Members were encouraged to attend.

Burning Houses Within City Limits – Resident Complaint: Several members of the Council received calls from a resident regarding the burning of a house in the City limits by the Fire Department.  The department was asked to burn the house down so a new structure could be placed on the lot.  The Fire Department uses these opportunities to train firefighters.  City code states that the fire chief, his appointed designee, or City Council can authorize open burning for the training of fire-fighting personnel.  No action will be taken.   The Council did ask to be notified of approximate dates of such training events.  
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Transportation Committee: Mayor Palmer requested a nomination for a council member to sit on the Transportation Committee that oversees operations of the community bus and van.  Chuck Von Eschen was nominated on a motion by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.
