Beresford City Council

October 18, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, October 18, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 4, 2010 second by Lambert, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports

Education & Transportation Committee: The Beresford School Superintendent Brian Field notified City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz that the results from the community surveys would be ready soon. Once Jerry receives the results, he will share it with the Council.  

Mayor Jim Fedderson invited the Council to the Chamber sponsored District 16 Legislature Meeting at the Bridges At Beresford Monday October 25, 2010, 5:30 pm. 

Mayor Jim Fedderson read a thank-you card to the Council from the Verda Akland family.

The Mayor along with the Council commented on information they learned while attending the South Dakota Municipal League Annual Conference held October 5-8, 2010. Mayor Jim Fedderson distributed a General Government Committee Policy handout to the Council.  

Old Business

Planning and Zoning inspection and permitting process: Council members Tom Erickson and Dan Cotton along with City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz recently attended the Planning & Zoning meeting. Erickson spoke about areas of concern with the inspections and permitting process. The Planning & Zoning Commission is working on making some changes. Once they have identified those changes they will bring their suggestions to the Council for approval. No action taken. 
Update on Water and Sewer small community planning grant: City Engineer Pat Carey, along with Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Don Hubert, City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz, Mayor Jim Fedderson and Council Member Dan Cotton met to discuss water and sewer issues throughout the City. City Engineer Pat Carey will work on a recommendation to prioritize the City’s water and sewer needs for the next 5-10 years. Once this process is complete the City can be placed on the State Water Plan, which would allow them to apply for grants, and loans that may be available to finance the projects. No action taken.

New Business

Set hearing date for rezoning: Council Member Erickson made the motion to set November 1, 2010 as the hearing date to rezone Lot 9A in Block One of BEDCO First addition from General Business (GB) to Light Industrial (LI), Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Seatbelt Use Policy: The Council discussed the seatbelt use policy recommended by Safety Benefits. The Council conversed the need for a policy when it’s already a state law to wear seatbelts. Council Member Erickson made the motion to approve the policy, Doeden seconded the motion. Council members Doeden, Akland, Cotton, Erickson and Kaltenbach voted aye, Lambert nay. Motion carried. 

Step Pay Increase for consideration: Chief of Police Larry Christensen submitted a recommendation to the Council to approve a step pay increase for Police Officer Michael Schurch. Council Member Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Police Officer Michael Schurch from $14.64/hr. to $15.07/hr., which is 87.5% on the Union contract. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Policy on locating underground utilities: The Council discussed the City’s policy on locating underground utilities. City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz read the City of Watertown’s policy. City Attorney Tom Frieberg explained the law behind SD One Call. Council Member Erickson made the motion to table the discussion until the November 1, 2010 Council meeting. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
