November 17, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, November 17, 2008 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert, Teresa Kaltenbach

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Dan Cotton

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.
Minutes: Council member Kaltenbach requested to change the November 3, 2008 City Council minutes. She would like it noted that the Council allocated $10,000 from the 2009 budget to the 125th Anniversary Celebration. On a motion by Womack, second by Akland, the November 3, 2008 minutes were approved with the noted change, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:
Review bids for solid waste and recycling contract: Representatives from Sioux Falls Sanitation and Loren Fischer Disposal were present to discuss the recent bid opening that was held on November 14, 2008 for the 2009 – 2011 Solid Waste and Recycling Contract. Council member Lambert made the motion to accept the lowest bid of Loren Fischer Disposal, second by Akland. After considerable discussion, the motion was rejected. Womack made the motion to re-bid the contract to include the base rate with an option for single stream recycling and business recycling to be picked up at the place of business, Spaans second. The motion was tabled until City Attorney Frieberg arrived. At 8:35 pm City Attorney Frieberg joined the meeting. The bid documents and contract were discussed, in the specifications it clearly states the City is required to comply with the rules set by Lincoln County Transfer Station. It was noted that Sioux Falls Sanitation started taking the recycling to Millennium Recycling in Sioux Falls in January 2008, Millennium started a program called “single stream” recycling where all recyclables, including glass, can all be put in one bag, while Loren Fischer Disposal takes the recycling to Vermillion, however at this time they are unable to accept glass. At 8:45pm Womack made the motion to move to executive session for legal issues, second by Akland, motion carried. At 9:00 pm Spaans made the motion to reconvene in regular session, Womack second, motion carried. The motion to re-bid the contract with base rate and option for single stream recycling and business recycling pickup remained on the table, Kaltenbach, Akland, Lambert, and Spaans, cast a vote opposing the motion, Womack voted in favor of the motion, the contract will not be re-bid. A motion was made by Akland to accept the lowest bid by Loren Fischer Disposal, Lambert second, Kaltenbach, Akland, Lambert, and Spaans voted for, while Womack voted against, motion carried.

Public Works Committee: The committee consisting of Council members Cotton, Lambert and Kaltenbach met with Street/ Water/ Sewer Superintendent Dan Andre and Golf/ Park/ Pool Department head Kelly Knutson. The committee discussed future goals for each department.
Unfinished Business:
Burbach Aquatics technical evaluation of the swimming pool: City Administrator Zeimetz stated that the preliminary report of the technical evaluation was received. Each Council member received a copy of the report. Burbach Aquatics Inc. would like to meet with the Council and the Swimming pool committee to review their findings. This meeting will be held in conjunction with a regular council meeting. 

Catholic Church Drainage Concerns: Council member Lambert is meeting with the church to propose splitting the cost 50/50 on the drainage repair issue. Akland made the motion to install a 6” drain tile for 310 ft. not to exceed $10/ft. Spaans second, motion carried. 

New Business:

Review Plat of Tract A of Thompson’s 2nd: Spaans made the motion to approve the plat, Womack second, motion carried.

Clay Rural Water: Clay Rural Water contacted City Administrator Zeimetz; they are interested in purchasing excess water from the City of Beresford. The committee of Kaltenbach, Lambert and Cotton will meet with Clay Rural Water and report back.
