The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, November 16, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 2, 2009 second by Spaans. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Public Forum and Visitors:

Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF): Amy Schaap, representing COYF, informed the Mayor and Council on upcoming events. The Mayor and Council praised the COYF group for doing a great job.

Appoint Beresford Economic Development Corporation Member: Council member Akland made the motion to reappoint Dale Nothdurft to a 4 year term as a BEDCO member, term expiring November 2013. Council member Cotton second the motion, motion carried.

Committee / Mayor Reports

Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson stated that he met with State Representative Maggie Gillespie regarding the 911 Service. The Mayor showed Gillespie the dispatch office and discussed concerns over the 911 Commission wanting to shut down numerous dispatch centers. Tom Frieberg was asked to send an e-mail letter to all of the members of the rules review committee. It was also mentioned to contact each rules review committee member by phone before their November 18, 2009 meeting. 

City Attorney Frieberg joined the meeting at 7:44pm.

Unfinished Business:

Recreational Vehicle Parking Ordinance: City Attorney Frieberg explained the revision in section 2 & section 3. The council’s goal is to prevent people from living in a camper year round in areas zoned residential. Council Member Erickson made the motion to adopt ordinance #04-2009, Akland second. All present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

ORDINANCE #04-2009

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE STORAGE OR USE OF MAJOR RECREATIONAL EQUIPMENT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BERESFORD, UNION AND LINCOLN COUNTIES, SOUTH DAKOTA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section1. Definition. For purpose of this ordinance, major recreational equipment is defined to include, but shall not be limited to, the following:


A:
Travel Trailers;


B:
Pickup campers or coaches;


C:
Motorhomes;


D:
Camping Trailers;


E:
Boat and boat trailers;


F:
Snowmobiles;


G:
Jet skis and jet ski trailers;


H:
Golf cart and golf cart trailers;


I:
All terrain vehicles and all-terrain vehicle trailers;


J:
Dirt bikes and dirt bike trailers; and


K:
Any other recreational equipment or cases, boxes or items used to store or 




Transport such recreational equipment.

Section 2. No major recreational equipment shall be occupied or used for dining, sleeping or living or housekeeping purposes for no more than fourteen (14) days in any calendar year unless used in a campground or authorized Mobile Home Park.

Section 3. During the period of November 1 through April 1, major recreational equipment, if stored outside of a garage or carport or off of a concrete or asphalt surface in an area zoned for R-1, shall be parked or stored to the rear of the front building line of the principal structure on the lot.
