Beresford City Council

January 7, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

January 7, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Rich Spaans.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Chuck Von Eschen.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on December 17, 2007, and December 27, 2007, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Al Zweifel – Transformer Bill: Al Zweifel was present regarding a past due bill he has for the installation of a transformer at the Starlite Mall.  Al’s share of the bill was $6,451.00 and the City’s share was $6,451.00.  Al requested information regarding other businesses that have been required to pay for new electrical services for their buildings and wanted to make sure that all businesses are treated the same, and also requested clarification of the City Ordinance.  After some discussion Al agreed he would pay the bill.   

Swimming Pool Request for Proposals:  The Swimming Pool Committee feels that Burbach Aquatics is the most qualified and recommends that the City hire Burbach Aquatics for Phase 1.  Burbach agreed to do Phase 1 Step #1 for $8,500 plus standard reimburseables and Phase 1 Step #2 for $35,000 plus standard reimburseables both with no agreement for additional services.   The committee feels that the Council needs to look at the entire project, not just at the fees.  Burbach also agreed to take payments over a 3-year period with no interest.  In the event Burbach is hired to provide Phase II and Phase III Professional Services, 80% of the Phase #1 costs would be applied against the Phase II professional services costs.  Councilman Spaans believes that Banner Engineering and Burbach Aquatics need to be treated equally and asked the same questions so the answers can be compared.  City Administrator Zeimetz also stated that he would like to see a formal agreement; right now the information is spread out over several letters, e-mails and proposals from August 2007.  Jerry will get a revised professional services contract prior to the next Council Meeting before a decision will be made.

Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Scott Kruse, President of BEDCO, was present to inform the Council that BEDCO recently adopted a resolution of welcome and support for the proposed Hyperion Energy Center locating near Elk Point, SD, and distributed a copy of this resolution to the Council.  Kruse stated that BEDCO’s mission is to assist with the growth and development of the entire Beresford community as measured by increased employment, payroll, business volume and corresponding factors.  BEDCO would like the Council’s support for this project also.  A motion to support the BEDCO Resolution of Welcome and Support for Hyperion Energy Center was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Department Head Reports

Jay Nordquist:

. Declare 92 Digger Derrick Truck Surplus: This was tabled until the next meeting.

. Quotes to Tear Down M & M Building: Jay received bids from 2 firms to demolish the old M & M building, but the Council needs to decide on an acceptable purchase price for the building, in addition to setting costs for the new building.  Jerry will talk to the owner of the building again and work on an agreement on a purchase price.

Larry Christensen:

. Part-time Hire for Police & Dispatch: Chief Christensen would like to hire Richard Doty and Heath Steeneck at $10.50/hour as part-time dispatchers.  Both will need 911 training.  He would also like to hire Mike Palmer as a part-time certified police officer at $12.00/hour.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to hire Richard Doty & Heath Steeneck as part-time dispatchers at $10.50/hour, and Mike Palmer as a part-time police officer at $12.00/hour, motion carried.

. 2007 Police Report: There was a short discussion on the 2007 police report.  Larry did request that a 

4-way stop sign be installed at the intersection of 6th Street & Birch, as there were 3-4 accidents there in 2007 alone.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Spaans, giving the Police Department approval to install a 4-way stop sign at the intersection of 6th & Birch, motion carried.

Recess for Beresford Cablevision Board Meeting: At 8:30 p.m. the council adjourned for the CATV Board Meeting.  The regular City Council Meeting reconvened at 9:10 p.m.

Set Hearing Date for Beresford Volunteer Fire Department 1 Day Malt Beverage License: The hearing date for the Fire Department’s request for a 1-day Malt Beverage License was scheduled for January 22, 2008, with a license fee of $50.00, in a motion by Womack, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Declare Legal Newspaper and Official Depositories for 2008: A motion was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, to declare the Beresford Republic as the legal newspaper for the City of Beresford for 2008, motion carried.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Lambert, to declare First Savings Bank, First Federal Bank, Wells Fargo, and SD FIT as the 2008 depositories of city funds, motion carried.
