Beresford City Council

November 7, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on November 7, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on October 17, 2005, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Public Hearing:
Malt Beverage Hearing for Beresford Convenience Inc., d.b.a./Total Stop: Jeff Nielson was present on behalf of Total Stop and stated that in the future they plan to remodel the store and place video lottery in the back of the store.  It will be separated from the rest of the store.  Approval for the On-Off Sale Malt Beverage License for Beresford Convenience Inc., d.b.a. Total Stop was given on a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Executive session – personnel issues: At 7:32 p.m. on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, Council moved to Executive Session to discuss personnel issues.

Council reconvened at 9:32 p.m.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, that Mayor Palmer issue disciplinary letters to Ryan Knutson and Dave Fedderson, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:
Nuisance Property Update: Jerry Zeimetz reported that letters have been sent on several nuisance properties within the City.  Letters send to Lammey and Saunders were refused.  The next step is to have the letters hand-delivered by the Sheriff.  Ninety days notice was given on the Fodness, Johnson and Salberg properties and some improvements have already taken place.   Al Zweifel reported that the demolition of the house on 3rd Street will be completed within the next couple of weeks.

Nudity Ordinance Update: Tom Frieberg stated that with the situation in Hudson, many other area cites are now working on putting a comprehensive ordinance in place.  His office has been working on an ordinance; the first draft should be completed for review at the next Council Meeting.

New Business:

Appointment to HRC Board: Tom Diefendorf’s term is up on the Housing Redevelopment Corporation.  He is currently the president of the board and has agreed to another 5-year term.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, appointment of Tom Diefendorf for another 5 year term on the HRC board was approved, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the gas bid from Jet Plaza in the amount of $2.087 for ethanol and $2.156 for unleaded gas was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.  

Change Order #3 Bridges Golf Course: On a motion Lambert, second by Von Eschen, approval was given to pay change order #3 in the amount of $821.27  to Duininck Brothers Golf Inc. for Bridges Golf Course, motion carried.  Upon reviewing the change order, Finance Office, Kathy Moller, noted that Duininck Brothers had submitted an incorrect amount.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, the approved amount of change order #3 to be paid to Duininck Brothers was changed to $748.07, motion carried.

Pay Request #5, Bridges Golf Course: Pay request #5 submitted by Wyss Associates, Inc., in the amount of $155,293.87, was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.  

Certificate of Substantial Completion, Bridges Golf Course: The Certificate of Substantial Completion was submitted by Duininck Brothers Golf, Inc. for the Mayor’s signature, but it was found that the dates were incorrect and need to be changed to ensure that the warranty will be effective on the appropriate dates.  On a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, approval was given for the Mayor to sign the Certificate of Substantial Completion, following the correction of the dates, motion carried.

Trans Canada Pipeline: Jerry Zeimetz received a letter regarding an informational meeting to be held in Parker on November 15th regarding the proposed Trans Canada Pipeline that will be running through South Dakota.  All council members are invited to attend the meeting.

SD Municipal Electric Association Electric Issue: Jerry received a letter from the SDMEA regarding a drive by Oahe Electric Cooperative to require Pierre to hold an election on the question of selling its municipal electric utility to the rural cooperative.  As this could become a larger concern for all of us, it is important to support Pierre in this effort.  

Authorize Advertising for Wine License and Malt Beverage License:  Sheri Oswald and Gregory Coffman are planning to purchase Mac’s Café and open a bistro-coffee shop, along with a location for special events.  The hearing date has been set for December 5 on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.

Request to Recycle Cans: The Lions Club and PEERS would like to have a 5’ x 5’ fence constructed near the Recycling Center for residents to put their recyclable cans in and the 2 groups would maintain and get the revenue from the cans.  All Council Members agreed to this, no motion was necessary.

Discussion and Information Items: 

LCEDA Annual Meeting: The LCEDA Annual Meeting will be held in Sioux Falls on November 9th at 7:00 p.m.  Any Council Members wanted to ride together were asked to meet at City Hall at 5:15.

Council/Employee Christmas Party: On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, in lieu of a Christmas party, all full and part-time City employees will receive $30 in Beresford script money, motion carried.
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4-H Recognition: The City was recently recognized as a “Friend of Lincoln County 4-H” because the Beresford Library allows the local 4-H club to use the basement for bow shooting.  Dan Cotton attended the meeting and accepted the plaque on behalf of the City.
