Beresford City Council

June 4, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 4, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Dan Cotton.

Members absent: Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on May 21, 2007 were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.   

Public Hearings: 

Malt Beverage Hearings: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, reported that all applications and payments have been made for the malt beverage license renewals.  The following On/Off Sale Malt Beverage licenses and Off-Sale Malt Beverage licenses were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

On/Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses: Bridges at Beresford Golf Club, Jet Service Center, VFW Legion Lounge, Total Stop, Coop II.

Off-Sale Malt Beverage License: Casey’s General Store, Fiesta Foods.

Unfinished Business:

Consider 2nd Reading Ordinance 03-2007 An Ordinance Amending Article III, Division 1, Second 19-149, Loading of Rubbish and Waste for Transportation to City Dump Ground: The second reading of Ordinance 03-2007 was held and approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.  This Ordinance requires that all loads of rubbish & waste being transported to the City Landfill be secured with either a tarp or tie-downs.  Those in violation will receive a $25.00 fine.

Joint Fireworks with Centerville in 2008 and 2009 for 125th Celebrations: This was tabled until the next Council meeting so Council members can visit with the Chamber about this idea.  

Pre-payment Letter for Lewis & Clark: Councilman Cotton reported that Lewis & Clark would like to receive the letter of intent for pre-payment from the City.  A motion to approve Resolution 2007-06, A Resolution to Approve Prepayment of Certain Obligations to Lewis & Clark Rural Water Systems, Inc. and to Segregate Monies of the City to Fund Such Prepayment was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

New Business:

Review Electric Rates for Possible Increase – S1 Rate Increase from MRES: The City has been notified by Missouri River Electric Services, their supplemental energy supplier, that they will be increasing the City of Beresford’s rates by 4.7% starting July 1 due to the recent ice storm repairs to lines, and increased fuel and coal costs.  This means an increase to the City of $17,742 per month.  In addition to that, WAPA rates are scheduled to increase by 25% in 2008.  A motion to approve Resolution 2007-05 Electric Rates, to increase the City of Beresford’s electric rates 3% effective August 1, 2007, was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Resolution 2007-05 Electric Rates  (Published separate of these Minutes)
Gas Quotes: One gas quote was receive by Total Stop for a 2-cent discount per gallon off pump price, minus tax.  A motion to approve the gas quote from Total Stop was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Pay Request #10 to Daniels Construction: Pay Request #10 to Daniels Construction for the Community Center/Clubhouse project in the amount of $221,212.63 was approved in a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Change Order #23, Community Center/Clubhouse: A change order to the contract with Daniels Construction to stabilize the parking lot area using geotextile fabric, 12” to 15” surge rock and to provide additional storm drainage pipe and area inlets in the amount of $50,898.34 was presented to the Council for review.  Change Order #23 to Daniels Construction for the Community Center/Clubhouse project in the amount of $50,898.34 was approved in a motion by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.   

Qwest Enhanced 911 Service Agreement: Tom Frieberg briefly discussed the Qwest Enhanced 911 Service Agreement.  With this agreement, Qwest will provide enhanced 911 service that routes 911 dialed calls to the Beresford Dispatch.  The City must provide Qwest with a “Master Street Address Guide” to build the database.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, giving the City the authorization to sign the contract, motion carried.

Dan Cotton – PRCE: At this time, Councilman Cotton questioned the name change of Beresford Community Education to Beresford Parks, Recreation, Community Education.  Mayor Palmer responded that the Parks & Rec terminology is a generic term to encompass activities within the City and feels that title better reflects what the programs offers to the City.
