The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

October 1, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on September 17 & 24, 2007, were approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist – Electric Department: Jay reported that at the time he ordered the Derrick Digger Truck last February, we had the option to trade in our old 1992 truck or sell it on our own.  Jay feels we can get more than the $8,000 trade-in price and does know of at least one other electric company that is interested in it.  Jay will take care of selling the truck in January when the new truck arrives.

Unfinished Business:

Tom Frieberg – Duininck Brothers Sales Tax:  Attorney Tom Frieberg stated that Duininck Brothers did not pay sales tax on items purchased for the City because they were told at the pre-bid conference that the City is tax exempt.  Duininck Brothers were then audited and had to pay the sales tax because the Department of Revenue considers whoever purchases the product to be the end user and therefore Duininck Brothers were liable for the sales tax.   Duininck Brothers paid the tax and requested reimbursement from the City.  Tom is still working with the Department of Revenue trying to get the penalty and interest waived.  The Council agreed that the City will reimburse Duininck Brothers for the sales tax.
