The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 20, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: Rich Spaans.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on June 6, 2005, were approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Craig Steensland: Craig came to the meeting to inform the Council that he is temporarily discontinuing publication of the Beresford Republic, in addition to the papers in Centerville, Hurley, and Viborg.  He stated that the SE Trumpet supports those 4 papers and with the competition from the new paper, there isn’t enough business to support them.  He stated that the city, school & county legal publications will be published in the Trumpet.

Public Hearing: 

One Day Malt Beverage License for Beresford Pulling Association:  As no one was present to protest the one day malt beverage license for the Beresford Pulling Association for the tractor pull event scheduled for July 16, 2005, motion to approve the license was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Rezone Request from James & Lila Kennedy: The first reading of Ordinance 04-2005 to rezone the property owned by James & Lila Kennedy from single family residential to multi-family residential for the West 75 ft. of Lots 13-14-15 of Block 3, Original Beresford City was approved on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Second Reading of Ordinance 03-2005: The second reading of Ordinance 03-2005 to rezone the West 208 ft. of Lot 3, Block 5, Lomberg’s Addition from single family residential to general business was approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Lincoln County, South Dakota.

That this Ordinance amends zoning regulations for the city of Beresford, South Dakota, with such regulation being set forth in the document titled Beresford Zoning Ordinance; provides restrictions, district boundaries and zoning map; provides for the administration, enforcement and amendment of this Ordinance, and repeals any other ordinance or parts thereof in conflict with this Ordinance.

Appointment to SECOG Board: Jay Frink was appointed to the Southeast Council of Governments Board on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Sprint PCS: Several members of the Council stated their disappointment that Sprint has not provided the City with any financial information   Attorney Frieberg will advise Sprint that until financial information is reviewed, no action will be taken.

New Business:

Authorize Advertising for Temporary Hire for Electric Department: On a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, approval was given to advertise for a temporary, part-time hire for the Electric Department, motion carried.

General Federation of Women’s Club – Striping of Business District: Pat Chadwell of the GFWC contacted Mayor Palmer as their group would like to stripe the streets in the business district.  The group will pay for all materials and do all the work.   Approval was given but no motion was necessary.

Insurance Quotes: Councilman Cotton approached Mayor Palmer about opening up the quotes on the City’s insurance.  This would include General Liability, Inland Marine, Errors & Omissions, Liquor Liability, and Linebacker.  We will open this up to proposals so the bidding is equal.  The renewal is due September 8th.  Kathy Moller & Jerry Zeimetz will meet with Council Members Womack, Akland, & Cotton after the meeting to discuss the renewal.

Discussion & Information Items:

Next Meeting: Due to the July 4th holiday, the next Council Meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 5th.  

Dispatch: There was a short discussion regarding moving the Dispatch operations to the County level in Elk Point.  The committee, consisting of Gary Lambert, Brent Palmer & Pete Womack, will meet next week and get more information to present to the Council.

Nuisance Ordinance: After reviewing the existing ordinance, it was determined that it is functional.  It is hard to enforce if the structure is sound and the roof is in good shape.  Tom Frieberg will check with other cities to see if they have any rules about using a house for storage purposes.  It was also stated that woodpiles harbor rodents; we need to determine how much wood can be stored outside a home for personal use.

Park Drainage Issue: Dan Andre met with the engineers about the drainage issue in the park and discussed several ways of handling this, but no ideal solution was agreed upon.  Jerry will talk to Pat Carey from Banner Engineering when he is in town this week and bring more information to the next Council Meeting.  All Council Members agreed that this needs to be addressed immediately and done right.

Father Meier, Catholic Church Drainage Issue: Wyss Engineering stated that they will cut a groove in the south end of the church parking lot and cut out the low spot so the flow of water will run to the ditch, and also add a catch basin on the golf course.  They will make these changes at no charge.
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Bridges Update: Another lot has been sold, making a total of 5 lots sold.  It has been determined that all new homes must built be at least 25’ from the lot pins.  

Publishing Legal Notices in the Trumpet: The question was raised of whether the SE Trumpet qualifies as a legal newspaper?  Tom will check the legality of the Trumpet.  If it is not a legal publication, we will have to publish the notices in the Alcester or Elk Point papers to avoid violations.  

Board of Adjustment: The board of Adjustment met prior to the Council Meeting and approved the construction of the Verizon Tower.  The rest is now up to Slumberland.
