Beresford City Council

July 3, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 3, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Councilman Rich Spaans presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: Brent Palmer, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on June 19, 2006 were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Hearing: 

Rezoning Request from Single Family Residential (R-1) to Multi-Family Residential (R-2) Lot 1 of Clubhouse Addition, City of Beresford: This is the final hearing for this request.  The Planning & Zoning Board approved the request unanimously and no one was present to oppose it.  A first reading was given to Ordinance 2006-03 A Zoning Amendment for the City of Beresford to rezone from single family residential to multi-family residential, Lot 1 of Clubhouse Addition in the NW ¼ of Section 5 Township 95 North, Range 50 West of the 5th P.M., City of Beresford, Union County, South Dakota.  

Committee Reports:

Library Board Meeting: Wayne Akland attended the recent Library Board Meeting and reported that everything is going well and the Library is on budget.

Lewis & Clark: Dan Cotton reported that Lewis & Clark will be holding a bus trip on August 24th to view the construction of the pipeline.  Any council members who would like to attend need to let Lewis & Clark know by July 20th. 

Unfinished Business:

Second Reading Ordinance 2006-02 An Ordinance Prohibiting the Parking of Trucks in the City of Beresford Central Business District: The second reading for Ordinance 2006-02 was held.  On a motion by Lambert, second by cotton, Ordinance 2006-02 was approved, motion carried.  

Ordinance 2006-02 published separate of these Minutes.

Lewis & Clark Pre-payment Request and Additional Water Allocation Available:  At this time Lewis & Clark Rural Water System would just like to know if we are interested in the possibility of pre-paying our amount due.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, it was decided to send a “letter of intent” to Lewis & Clark, motion carried.  Jerry will send Lewis & Clark a letter informing them that we are interested in this and are currently doing some research to see if it will be feasible.  

Lewis & Clark advised the Council that they have unallocated excess water available and will need to know by July 26th if the City is interested in securing up to an additional 75,000 gallons per day.  This would put the City’s capacity at 875,000 gallons per day.  Once the water goes through our meter, we can sell it to someone else.  This will be tabled for now and discussed again at the July 17th Council Meeting.

Payoff of 13th Street Project: Jerry Zeimetz reported that as of July 19, 2006, the payoff for the 13th Street project will be $581,354.43.  The money used for the payoff will come from the Sprint investment income.  Jerry stated that the 2nd penny sales tax is still dedicated to the golf course construction project.

Consider Ordinance on Installation of Sidewalks for All New Construction: The first reading for an amendment to Section 6 in Ordinance 2004-05 regarding installation of sidewalks in the City of Beresford was held.  City Attorney Tom Frieberg stated that the City’s ordinance requires new subdivisions to install sidewalks.  A new section has been added to Ordinance 2004-05 stating that all new residential construction requires the installation of a sidewalk, and new commercial construction will be at the discretion of the Planning & Zoning Board.

New Business: 

Designation of Authorized Representation for Missouri River Energy Services: A Resolution was adopted to appointed Jay Nordquist as the City’s Missouri River Energy Services authorized representative, with Jerry Zeimetz as alternate, on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

City Insurance Policy Quote process: Councilman Cotton suggested that the City should seek bids for the insurance policies each year instead of every three years.  He said he has talked to people from at least 10 different organizations that say they do this every year.  The Council Insurance Committee, consisting of Pete Womack, Dan Cotton, and Chuck Von Eschen, will look into this and report back to the Council.

Gas Quotes: As no gas quotes were received, the City will continue to purchase from Total Stop and pay the pump price less tax.  This was approved on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.  

Discussion & Information Items:

Board of Adjustment to Meeting at 6:30 p.m. on July 17th: The Board of Adjustment will meet prior to the next Council Meeting to review a variance request from Curtis & Joanne Wagner to place an unattached garage that is larger than is allowed by code closer to the side lot line than is allowed by code.

Elected Officials Workshop: Councilman Akland attended the Elected Officials Workshop and felt it was a very good workshop.  He brought some information for the rest of the Council members.

Public Hearing Notice: Councilman Von Eschen wanted it stated in the Minutes that proper action and notice was taken for the Public Hearing held for the Bridges at Beresford project on March 15, 2004.  Resolution 2004-02 was passed on June 7, 2004.  It is Attorney Frieberg, Bond Council, and the City Council’s opinion that all was done properly and according to law.  Councilman Cotton requested that it be noted in the Minutes that he did not sign the Resolution on June 7, 2004, but that Mayor Palmer signed it.

Bridges Golf Course: Tom Frieberg said that the Bridges Golf Course has had so many players each weekend that they have run out of golf carts.  Kelly Knutson, Golf Course Superintendent, asked for permission to get another 12 golf carts for the remainder of the season.   He also stated that everyone is very pleased with the amount of play on the course and have heard numerous positive comments about it.
