Beresford City Council

December 5, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 5, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by VonEschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on November 21, 2005, were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Public Hearing:
Liquor License Hearings: The Finance Officer has received all applications and payments for the liquor licenses for the VFW/Legion Lounge, Bert’s Lounge, and Fiesta Foods, and there have been no complaints or opposition to any of the applications.  The liquor licenses were approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist: Jay reported that the Beresford Electric Department has been providing mutual aid to Northwestern Energy in the Parkston area.  Linemen Travis Watkins and Justin Gravely have been gone since Saturday and should be back on Wednesday or Thursday.  Once they have returned Jay and Joe Knutson may be heading to the Wolsey area to help out.  Southeastern Electric is also assisting and they are short staffed in our area.  Jay has been taking several call outs for SE Electric.   

Councilman Lambert thanked the Electric Department on behalf of the City Council, for helping out with the snowstorm damage.

Jay talked about the possibility of installing a transfer switch at the public library to hook up a portable generator in case of a storm-related power outage.  There was also discussion about using the elementary gym for this purpose as it is bigger and also has kitchen facilities.  Jay will talk to the school superintendent about this. 

The Electric Department would like to add a full-time employee in 2006.  This would significantly reduce the overtime in this department and most of the part-time wages.  They would like to hire someone just out of school.  A motion was made to approve the authorization to advertise for a full-time electric department position by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.  At this time a motion was made by Womack, second by Akland, to amend the previous motion to read as a motion authorizing creating the position and authorizing advertising to add a full-time lineman to the Electric Department to eliminate most overtime and part-time wages.  Motion carried.

Unfinished Business:
First Reading on Ordinance 06-2005 An Ordinance Establishing Licensing Requirements and Regulations for Sexually Oriented Businesses Within the Municipality of Beresford: The first reading of the revised Nudity Ordinance was held.  Council members were given copies of the revised 21 page Ordinance to review prior to the meeting.  Tom Frieberg noted that it is still a work in progress. 

Resolution to Set Fees for Building Permits and Hearings for Variance, Conditional Use and Rezoning Requests: On a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, the revised fee schedule was adopted, motion carried.

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New Business:

16th Street Extension to New Industrial Park: Jerry distributed a copy of a picture that Banner Engineering sent on the proposed Industrial Park.  There is now someone interested in purchasing one-half of the lot between Wells Fargo and Super 8, which is owned by Cenex.  The City’s intent is to use 16th Street to access the new Industrial Park and it is necessary for the development of the area to secure 40 feet of this lot for right of way. Tom Frieberg will send a letter to Cenex explaining our intention and requesting the right of way on that street.

Appointment of Representative to SECOG Board – ballot: SECOG sent a ballot for the Council to vote for their choice of a representative to the SECOG Board for 2006.  There were 3 names on the ballot, including Jay Frink of Beresford.   Approval to vote for Jay Frink was given on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Set Fine for Unauthorized Vehicles on Bridges Golf Course & Park Property: Signs will be posted stating no unauthorized vehicles are allowed on the golf course or park properties.  If someone is ticketed, the court will set the fine, which can be up to $200.00, plus reimbursement of any damages.

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop in the amount of $1.925 for ethanol and $1.965 for unleaded gas was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.
