Beresford City Council

November 1, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, November 1, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 18, 2010 second by Erickson, motion carried.

Public Hearings

Hearing to rezone Lot 9A in Block One of BEDCO First Addition: This being the time as advertised, a public hearing on the request to rezone the stated property was held. There were no objections to this request. The first reading of Ordinance #02-2010, was given and placed on file; an Ordinance Rezoning and Amending the Zoning Regulations for the City of Beresford, South Dakota, by rezoning from General Business (GB) to Light Industrial (LI) District the Property located in Lot 9A in Block One of BEDCO First Addition. 

Public Forum and Visitors

Karen Weeden – MRES – Electric Rate Study for Beresford: Karen Weedeen, Senior Rate Analyst from Missouri River Energy Services presented an electric rate study power point presentation to the council. The goal of the study was to determine if revenues will cover projected costs while increasing reserves to a more adequate level, determine if each class size is paying an appropriate share of the costs and review the competitiveness of each utility. No action taken.

Years of Service: Mayor Fedderson along with the Council congratulated Finance Officer Kathy Moller on 30 years of service to the City of Beresford. 

Dept. Head Reports

Mike Conklin – Bridges Golf Course and Event Center

· Golf Car Lease Extension: Bridges At Beresford Manager Mike Conklin asked the council to approve renewing the golf car rental lease with Mr. Golf Car in Springfield. He explained the advantages of keeping the lease with Mr. Golf Car. Council Member Akland made the motion to approve a two-year lease with Mr. Golf Car. Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.   
· Request approval for P/T hire: Due to some of the P/T staff leaving, Bridges At Beresford Manager Mike Conklin is requesting to hire a part time helper for the golf course clubhouse. Council member Erickson made the motion to hire Tony Hauger at $7.25/hr. Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Committee / Mayor Reports

Beresford Public Library: Council Member Kaltenbach announced that the Beresford Public Library made it to the top ten 2010 Hennan’s American Public Library list. It was the only library in South Dakota to make the list. The Mayor and Council congratulated Head Librarian Jane Norling and staff. The announcement will be published in the Beresford Republic.

Old Business

Policy on locating underground utilities: Council Member Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cotton to adopt the locating underground utilities policy. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that the policy would be attached to the building permits and handed out when locating the underground utilities. The policy is on file at City Hall.

Update on meeting with MRES on Transmission Project: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz, Council Member Dan Cotton, Mayor Jim Fedderson and Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist met with MRES staff to discuss a second transmission line. They are currently waiting on a cost option report. Once the report comes back, they will take a long hard look at it. No action taken. 

Declare Fire Departments 1990 Chevy Suburban Surplus and set value: Council Member’s Akland, Doeden, and Erickson were appointed as the Board of Appraisers and set the value of the 1990 Chevy Suburban at $2,500.00. Council Member Erickson made the motion to declare the Fire Departments 1990 Chevy Suburban surplus with an appraised value of $2,500.00. Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye. City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that it would be advertised in the local newspapers. 
New Business

Purchase second transformer off of previous City Bid: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist is requesting to purchase a backup 2500 KVA transformer from RESCO off of the City of Beresford’s bid that was awarded on July 19, 2010 with an evaluated bid price of $70,071.50. Council Member Lambert made the motion to approve the purchase of the back up transformer. Akland seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Consider allowing parking only on one side of 7th Street: The Council discussed the parking on S. 7th street between W. Main and W. Oak. The street is very narrow and is especially busy during school events. The residents affected by this change will be contacted and invited to the November 15, 2010 Council Meeting. No action taken.

Gas Quotes and gas purchasing process: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Cotton to accept the bid, second by Lambert, motion carried.
Chief of Police Larry Christensen informed the Council that several SD communities are purchasing their gas off the state bid. They utilize locations such as the SD State Department of Transportation shop in Beresford to fill up. Each City vehicle would be issued a card allowing them to fill at any State shop 24 hrs a day. The decision was tabled until the November 15, 2010 Council Meeting in order to look into the option further.

Removal of easement for City utilities: The City currently has an easement on the property located at 305 NW 13th St. just South of Fiesta Foods. A business is in final negotiations to purchase this lot and the easement may delay the financing. City Attorney Tom Frieberg stated that in the 1950’s- 1960’s the easement was put into place. Council Member Erickson made the motion to remove the unused portion of the easement and record the change with the County. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present Council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Consider Ordinance to allow off-sale wine and liquor sales on Sunday’s: With a recent change in state law, cities, by ordinance, can allow off-sale liquor and wine sales on Sunday. Fiesta Foods has asked the council to look into this, as they are interested in selling wine on Sunday’s if possible. The Council discussed and tabled the decision until the November 15, 2010 Council Meeting.

Discussion & Information Items

Speeding tickets issued on SD Hwy 46: City Attorney Tom Frieberg notified the Council that the SD Supreme Court ruled on October 28, 2010 that any tickets issued on State Highways must be written under the State Code and not the City Code, which means the state and schools get most of the money from those tickets. No action taken.

City Christmas Party: The City Christmas party has been set for Saturday December 4, 2010 at The Bridges At Beresford. The City Employees and Council were asked to help with preparations in order to keep costs down. 

Lincoln County Transfer Station: Finance Officer Kathy Moller informed the Council that the Lincoln County Transfer Station will be raising their tipping fees to $39.50/ton on January 1, 2011. No action taken.
