Beresford City Council

September 8, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday, September 8, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Teresa Kaltenbach, Rich Spaans.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Tom Erickson.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 24, 2009, second by Cotton, motion carried.  Spaans made a motion to approve the minutes from the special meeting held on August 31, 2009, second by Akland, motion carried.

 Public Forum & Visitors: 

Beresford Baseball Association: Gary Schaap was present on behalf of the Beresford Baseball Association with a report on the group’s goals, current projects and future projects.  The Baseball Association is not a part of Community Education but they do pay Com Ed an administration fee for running the baseball program.  The group asked permission & help from the city to drill holes in the outfield of the south field in order to try to solve the drainage issue.  The cost would be minimal and all labor would be volunteer.  The Council agreed to allow them to try this.  They also asked if the City would purchase 2 semi-loads of agrilime for the field.  The association will pay for it now and then the City will reimburse them in January out of the 2010 park budget.  The Council also agreed to this project.

The Baseball Association would also like to upgrade the dugouts at the south field, build new pitching practice/warm up mounds at both the south and north fields, and build a new batting cage for the south field.  The dugouts will cost approximately $10,000 and the group is looking for any financial assistance the City can give.  The Council will discuss this in their budget meeting later.  The Council did approve of the group building new pitching mounds.  

Beresford Booster Club, Al Hoines:  Prior to Homecoming, the Booster Club would like to paint on 7th Street from Highway 46 to the school and would like to use a more permanent paint to paint the football, basketball, track, etc. signs – dedicating a block to each sport and then will use white-wash to paint on the names.  The Council did not have any objection to this.

Department Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist, Electric Department, Update on Transmission Line Project & T-1 Agreement: Jay asked the Council if they would like him to start working on the application for the T-1 Agreement & Leased Facilities Agreement.  He stated that there is no cost just to submit the application, however, there are two studies that will need to be done after the application is approved, at a cost of approximately $40,000.  The Council members feel that they still need to continue to think about this project and get more information on what Missouri River Energy Services has planned, but that it would be a good idea to at least get the paperwork started.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Mayor Report – H1N1 Flu Preparation: Mayor Fedderson and Jerry Zeimetz attended a meeting in Canton regarding preparing our communities for the H1N1 flu and the area communities working together when needed.  Another meeting is planned in the next few weeks that they will also attend.

Unfinished Business:

Recreational Vehicle Parking Ordinance: Attorney Tom Frieberg distributed a draft of an ordinance regulating the parking, storage or use of major recreational equipment within the City.  The ordinance states that no major recreational equipment shall be parked or stored on any lot in a residential district except in a carport, enclosed building, or behind a building, with certain stipulations and timelines.  Tom asked the Council Members to look over the ordinance and any changes will be made at the next Council Meeting.

2009 Budget Review – First Reading 2010 Appropriation Ordinance: Kathy & Jerry discussed the 2010 budget and that it needs to be finalized by September 31st.  They will have the department heads go over their budgets again and try to cut each by 3%.  This will be reviewed again at the next Council Meeting.

New Business:
Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for 2.5 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Spaans to accept the bid, second by Akland. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for a Hearing on the Transfer of an Alcoholic Beverage License from Bert’s Lounge, Inc. to Bertz Sports Bar and Grill, Inc.:  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, to advertise the hearing date of September 21, 2009, to transfer the liquor license from Bert’s Lounge Inc. to Bertz Sports Bar & Grill, Inc., motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Access to Landfill, Wayne Akland: Councilman Akland was approached by a resident who also operates a lawn mowing service about the possibility of giving keys to the Landfill for people to be able to use the Landfill when there is no attendant.  It does state in the City’s license that there must be an operator on site during business hours.  Also, there are numerous items that are not allowed there and the City could lose its license if people were dumping prohibited items.  No action was taken on this subject.
