Beresford City Council

March 7, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 7, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert. 

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on February 22, 2005, were approved on a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Kelly Knutson – Golf Course/Parks Superintendent: Kelly Knutson was present to discuss several items regarding the golf course and parks.  He stated that since he started he has mainly been checking equipment and getting things cleaned up and ready for the upcoming season.  He feels that the equipment in the park department shop is sufficient for this season.  He has put together 2 job descriptions for seasonal positions of Golf Maintenance I and Golf Maintenance II and would like to hire one person for the Maintenance I position and two for the Maintenance II position.  The Maintenance I position requires a pesticide applicators license and knowledge of golf course maintenance.  Wages have not yet been determined.  

Kelly also discussed purchasing three pieces of equipment to be used for the golf course and parks: a sprayer, a utility cart, and a top dresser.  Jerry stated that $50,000.00 was set aside from the lot sales for equipment purchase and will be used for these items.  The sprayer will be bid out.  Kelly will get more information from other dealers on a utility cart and top dresser.  All three of these items can and will be used throughout all the city properties.

Motion to advertise for bids for the golf course/parks sprayer was made by Lambert, second by Bork, motion carried.

A motion to get quotes for the utility cart and top dresser was made by Bork, second by Spaans, motion carried.

The job descriptions for Golf Maintenance I & II were approved on a motion by Bork, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Renewal of Lease on Ball Fields Adjacent to BHS: The City has been leasing the 2 ball fields south of the high school for the past 25 years at a cost of $1.00 with the condition that we maintain the fields and restrooms.  The existing restroom is falling apart and needs to be either repaired or replaced.  It was decided that this year the restroom will be locked up and eventually torn down, and a portable toilet will be brought in for the season.  Brent will attend the next school board meeting to discuss the lease renewal for another 25 years.

Executive Session:

At 8:02 p.m. a motion to enter into executive session to discuss summer park hires was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Mayor Palmer declared the Council out of executive session at 8:15 p.m.

A motion was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, to hire the following summer employees for the park department:

On a motion by Bork, second by Lambert, the following pool personnel were approved for hire: co-managers of the pool will be Brooke Bonte at $8.95/hour and Tanya Moller at $8.55/hour.  Motion carried.  The co-managers will choose the lifeguards from the list of applicants.

Dan Andre – Tower Pump, Street Sweeper, Street Repair: Dan reported that one of the tower pumps went out last week and needs to be rebuilt.  We have two tower pumps that alternate usage.  It will take approximately two weeks for repairs to be made.

Dan would like to hire “The Road Guy” to fix cracks in several streets throughout the City.  This cost will be under $15,000.00.

Jerry & Dan just received information on purchasing a 2005 Elgin Sweeper with a cost of around $120,000.00.  We would not trade in our current sweeper but would sell it for hopefully $20,000.00 - $25,000.00.  

The Council would like more time to review the information on this.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, purchasing a new Street Sweeper will be tabled until the next Council Meeting, motion carried.

Street Dept. Move: Jerry suggested moving the Street Department office and some of their equipment into the former Fire Department building.  They would have more room to display maps, have a conference room, and more room to store their fittings and other equipment.  Right now their equipment is stored in several different buildings.  They would use the room in the front of the building, the meeting room and the 4 garage stalls.  The Community Bus and the new Community Van are being stored in the 2 former ambulance stalls.  

Moving the Street Department to the former Fire Station was approved on a motion by Bork, second by Womack, motion carried.  

New Business: 

Review bids for 1993 Luverne Fire Truck: Two bids were received for the 1993 fire truck as follows:

On a motion by Bork, second by Spaans, the bid from Lake Andes-Ravinia in the amount of $81,001.00 was accepted, motion carried.

Gas Bids: A motion to approve the only gas quote from Cenex in the amount of $1.8157 was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Pay Request #9 for Community Safety Center: Pay request #9 from James Steel Erection in the amount of $72,803.20 was received, which leaves $10,000.00 remaining until all punch list items are completed and approved.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, payment was approved, motion carried.

Certificate of Substantial Completion – Community Safety Center: Certificate of Substantial Completion was received and will be signed by Mayor Palmer for the completion of Community Safety Center.  On a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, approval was given for the Certificate to be signed, motion carried.

Consider Requests for Rezoning: The Planning & Zoning Board met prior to the Council Meeting.  Due to opposition from neighbors, the board reluctantly turned down the request from Oris Hove to build a 5-plex apartment building on North 2nd Street.  
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As there was no opposition regarding the request from Len & Diane Hofer to change from residential to general business zone for the purpose of having a seasonal greenhouse business, the Planning & Zoning Board approved this change.  On a motion by Womack, second by Spaans, the public hearing date for the rezoning request from Len & Diane Hofer will be held at the next City Council Meeting on March 21, 2005, motion carried.

Consider Student Hire for Library:  Jane Norling held interviews for a student library assistant and recommends hiring Joni Strom at $6.37/hour.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Bork approval was given to hire Joni Strom for the student library position, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Union County Assessment Meeting: Union County will be holding an Assessment Meeting on Wednesday, March 9th, and all council members were encouraged to attend.  This meeting will explain the process of assessing property in Union County.

 Annual Report – Extension Granted: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, requested an extension to complete the Annual Report.  The Annual Report will be ready by the first Council Meeting in April.

Local Review Board Meets March 21-25: The City Council will meet as the Local Review Board to go over those property assessments that have been contested.  A special meeting or several special meetings may be held the week of March 21-25 to hear all appeals.
