The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, April 18, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Teresa Kaltenbach

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 4, 2011 second by Lambert, motion carried. 

Dept. Head Reports:

Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist: Mr. Nordquist informed the Council that the materials used to bury residential electric underground have increased. On a motion by Erickson, second by Lambert Resolution 2011-04, a resolution establishing the cost recovery for the installation of underground residential electric service was adopted.

Small community planning grant for water and wastewater rate studies: The City has been approved for the Small Community Planning Grant. The grant will cover $3,200.00 of the $4,000.00 utility rate study fee to evaluate the city water and wastewater utility rates. Erickson made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the grant, seconded by Lambert. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Sidewalk waiver requests: The Planning & Zoning Commission is recommending approval of waiving the sidewalk requirement on two building permits, due to the fact that the sidewalk wouldn’t go anywhere. Lambert made the motion to waive the sidewalk requirement for Jerry’s Chevrolet of Beresford, Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Akland made the motion to waive the sidewalk requirement for Olson’s Ace Hardware, Doeden seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

P/T Hire for Liquor Store and P/T Hire for Bridges Golf and Event Center: Erickson made the motion to hire Brittny Gannon part time at $7.25/hr. for the Liquor Store. Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. Kaltenbach made the motion to hire Ashley Sharpe part time at $7.25/hr. for the Bridges Golf and Event Center. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Step Pay Increases: Police Chief Larry Christensen submitted a statement to the Council requesting Michael Schurch and Jason Amdahl be granted their step pay increases. Mr. Christensen stated that both officer’s are a great asset to the department. Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Michael Schurch from $15.07/hr. to $15.50/hr. Erickson seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Jason Amdahl from $15.07/hr. to $15.50/hr. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.    

Discussion & Information Items

Letter from Lewis and Clark Regional Water System: Council received a letter from L & C Regional Water Systems. It stated that the funds set for Iowa have been shifted back to SD. The goal is to have the Beresford water treatment plant functioning by 2012. The Council was asked to submit letters to State Representatives and Senators to encourage support in funding the project. 

Good Friday – request to close offices at noon: Erickson made the motion to authorize the Department Heads to decide on whether to close at noon on Good Friday; there would be no holiday pay, vacation or personal leave would be used. Akland seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Soccer Fields: Kaltenbach stated that Terry Pack from Legends of Gold contacted her regarding the City clearing some ground for soccer fields. Council all agreed it would be an asset to the City to help create the fields.
