Beresford City Council

May 2, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on May 2, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Bork, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on April 18, 2005, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:  

Faith Kinkner: Faith Kinkner presented Mayor Palmer with a baseball cap with a Bridges of Beresford logo that she had designed at her new business.

Pat Wyss, Wyss Associates, Bridges Golf Course: Pat Wyss, architect for the Bridges Golf Course, was present to give a status report on progress at the Golf Course.  He stated that working with Duininck Brothers has been a very good experience; they are doing a great job and with the help of the weather, construction is ahead of schedule.  He also stated that the grading and drainage are almost wrapped up, most of the irrigation system is in the ground and the new pump station for the irrigation system will arrive approximately May 24th.   It is hoped to get three of the bridges in prior to June 1st.   Grass seed should be in the ground by the end of June or beginning of July.  In September the existing course will be closed and prep-work will be done to incorporate it with the new course next spring.  The most difficult phase will be as the grass is growing the course will look green & ready to be played, but it is important to wait until the grass is strong enough to withstand the golfers.

In addition, Pat said that a bid for the pump house was not included in Duininck’s contract since plans for the Community Center hadn’t been drawn up at that time.  Duininck Brothers will give us an estimate on a fairly generic pump house, approximate size of 10’ x 12’. 

Department Head Reports: 

Kathy Moller, 2004 Annual Report: Kathy distributed the first draft of the 2004 Annual Report for the Council members to review.  She stated that with the new GASB 34 format, this report has grown from about 12 pages to 60 and that many areas are broken down differently than in the past.  It is much more complicated and detailed with the new format.  There are still a few areas left to complete on the report but the final draft should be ready at the next meeting.

Rich Spaans, Gary Lambert, and Larry Bork – Policy & Procedure Committee Report: The Policy & Procedure Committee recommends the following changes in the Council members’ pay structure:


Monthly salary of $200.00 for Council members and $250.00 for the Mayor will remain the same.

Increase the special meeting pay from $60.00 to $100.00 per special meeting 


Drop the Per Diem pay.


Pay $100.00 for out-of-town and committee meetings.


Pay $60.00 for in-town meetings.

 More direction/specifics are needed on this before it will be enacted.

Part-Time Hire for Liquor Store: On a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, approval was granted to hire Brian Ivarsen for the Liquor Store at $7.00/hour, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the gas bid from Cenex in the amount of $2.0045 for super unleaded and 1.9448 for unleaded gas was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.   

Review Request from Leland & Jean Saugstad for Vacation of ROW:   The Saugstads have asked that the Council consider vacating portions of platted streets in the Saugstad Addition.  The legal descriptions are on the Petition for Vacation and are available at City Hall.  There are two private water lines that run through the property they are requesting be vacated.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Womack, the request to vacate was denied based on the private water lines currently in the platted right of way.  Motion carried.

Consider Bids for 1980 Surplus Truck: One bid was received from Mike Salberg in the amount of $351.50.  Cotton made a motion to accept the bid of $351.50, second by Akland, motion carried.

Set June 6 as Hearing Date for Malt Beverage Licenses: On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, June 6, 2005, was set as the Hearing Date for Malt Beverage Licenses, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Part-time Help at City Hall: Jerry reported that he & Kathy would like to hire a part-time person to work at City Hall.  This person would work 10-20 hours/week on a flexible schedule, at a 
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rate of $9.00 - $9.50 per hour.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Womack, approval to advertise for part-time hire at City Hall, motion carried.

Abatement Request from Union County: Beresford Child Care Inc. submitted an abatement request from Union County for property tax purposes in the following amount: County $228.36; City $356.06; School $1,128.30, for a total of $1,712.72.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, request was granted, motion carried.

Set Hearing Date for Russell Dirks Zoning Change Request: Russell Dirks would like to build a 3-4 unit apartment building, and also change the existing house to a duplex on the corner of 3rd & WN Maple.  The Planning & Zoning Board held a special meeting and did approve the plans.  On a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, May 16, 2005, was set as the hearing date for Dirks’ zoning change request, motion carried.

Verizon Lease Agreement: Verizon Wireless would like to put a tower to the south of Slumberland’s parking lot, which is located on City property.  This would be a 198’ freestanding tower on a 50 x 75’ tract of ground.  The Planning & Zoning Board has reviewed this and it is zoned for this purpose.  This will also generate some revenue for the telephone company as there will be terminating toll calls through this tower.  Slumberland is agreeing to placement of the tower there but would like the City to forego the monthly rent they pay for 14 months until the permanent easement is paid for.  Tom is still negotiating with Verizon and Slumberland and will report back to the Council when an agreement is reached.
