Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on October 1, 2007, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Sales Tax Issue with Duininck Brothers: Attorney Tom Frieberg received a response from the Department of Revenue that they will not reduce the interest, so we are responsible for paying the total amount of $22,515.06.  City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that money from the 2nd penny sales tax that has not been dedicated to a specific project will be used to pay the sales tax.  Duininck Brothers have already paid it to the Department of Revenue so the City will reimburse Duininck Brothers.  Approval to reimburse Duininck Brothers for sales tax and penalty paid to the Department of Revenue was made in a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, with one nay vote by Cotton, motion carried.
