Surface Water Discharge Inspection – Authorize Finance Officer to Sign Surface Water Discharge Permits: A motion was made by Kaltenbach, second by Akland, to authorize the Finance Officer to sign Surface Water Discharge Permits, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Appoint Delegate and Alternate to the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System Annual Membership Meeting: a motion to appoint Dan Cotton as Delegate and Wayne Akland as Alternate to the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System Annual Meeting was made by Kaltenbach, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Clay Fill Dirt Fees at Rubble Site: City Administrator Zeimetz had a request to remove 10,000 yards of clay from the rubble site to use as fill for a new building at the Fairview exit.  The City normally charges $1.00/yard for fill dirt.  The person wanting to buy the dirt asked if the City would be willing to reduce the price.  After discussion, a motion to leave the fill dirt price at $1.00/yard was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

2010 Subsidy Drawdown Requests – Beresford Baseball Association and Community Bus: The subsidy request from Beresford Baseball Association in the amount of $8,750 for coaches’ pay was approved in a motion by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.  A subsidy drawdown request was also submitted by Beresford Transportation Committee in the amount of $5,000.  A motion to table the request until the next Council Meeting so the committee can get more information on what this subsidy is used for was made by Erickson, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Request for 12 Weeks of Maternity Leave: City Hall Employee Elaine Johnson has requested 12 weeks of maternity leave citing the Family Medical Leave Act.  Although the required 30 day notice criteria was not met, she has met all the other criteria stated in the Act.  A motion to discuss the request in Executive Session was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

Part-Time Hire for Police Department: A motion to approve hiring Nick Fahlberg at $10.50/hour as part-time Police Officer was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Senior Center Lease: A lease specifying that the Senior Citizens Center, Inc. will lease the Senior Event Center from the City of Beresford for a term of 100 years at $1.00/year was approved in a motion by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.  The City’s obligations include snow removal, sanding of the parking area, and lawn care.  The remaining maintenance will be the responsibility of the Senior Citizens organization.

Discussion & Information Items: 

Water Treatment Plant Repairs & Improvements: The lime silo at the Water Treatment Plant recently malfunctioned causing lime to spew out inside the plant.  It has been fixed temporarily but needs long-term repairs.  Jerry would like to have Banner Engineering take a look at the plant to see what needs to be done and give the City cost estimates.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, approving Banner Engineering defining what needs to be repaired and the costs, motion carried.
