Beresford City Council

November 5, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

November 5, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen. Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent:  None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on October 15, 2007, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Pool Committee – Review RFP for Aquatic Center: Esther Zoss, Kari Schroedermier and Kelly Knutson were present to discuss interviews held with Banner Associates, RSA Architects, and Burbach Aquatics.  Each firm spent 1 hour with the interview committee addressing the Request for Proposals that each had previously submitted.  The initial scope of the RFP will be to complete a facility needs assessment, do site analysis, put together some preliminary layouts and preliminary project cost estimates.  The committee’s recommendation is Burbach Aquatics.  They reported that this company only works with municipalities and have never had a pool fail in 30 years of business.   They also hire local contractors whenever possible, and will train our employees how to run the pool.  They have a two-year warranty; the other companies all had a one-year warranty.  Jerry Zeimetz did state that if we choose this company to prepare the proposal, they would expect to be the engineer of choice to build the pool.  

This decision was tabled until the next Council Meeting.  Jerry would like to get more information from Burbach regarding their fees and compare them with other firms.

Department Head Reports:

Mike Conklin – Bridges Fall & Winter Hours: Mike Conklin, manager of the Bridges Clubhouse & Events Center, was present to discuss fall & winter hours for the Clubhouse.  After discussion among the Council and visitors in attendance, it was decided that the Clubhouse will be open in the evenings after all home sports events during the week, in addition to weekend hours.  Mike will advertise the hours in the paper.

Unfinished Business:

Resolution 2007-13 – Contingency Fund transfer to purchase land for community bus barn: The total cost for the lot for the community bus was $17,857.90.  A check has been issued and now the funds need to be transferred from the Contingency Fund.  A motion to adopt Resolution 2007-13 was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

New Business:
Resolution 2007-14 – 2008 Garbage Pickup Rate Increase: The City has been notified by the Lincoln County Transfer Station that the tipping fees will be increasing from $31.50 to $37.50 per ton on 

January 1, 2008.  The City’s 2007 estimated tonnage is 1,511 tons.  



Cost at $31.50/ton = $47,596.50



Cost at $37.50/ton = $56,663.00


Total estimated increase in costs to the city = $9,066.50

In addition, the garbage contract with Sioux Falls Sanitation will increase from $4,730/month to $4,760/month.  An increase of $1/month for each business & residential customer should cover the increases listed above.  A motion to adopt Resolution 2007-14 Garbage Pickup Rates was made by Womack, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Resolution 2007-14 (Published separate of Minutes)

Resolution 2007-15 – 2008 Electric Rate Increase: The City has received notification that WAPA (Western Area Power Association) is increasing their rates by 25% effective January 1, 2008 and MRES (Missouri River Energy Services) is increasing their rates by an additional 4.7%.  MRES has estimated the extra cost for power to the City of Beresford will be $154,335.  Based on these projections, the City will need to increase rates by 7% beginning January 1, 2008, to offset the additional cost of power.  A motion to adopt Resolution 2007-15 2008 Electric Rate Increase was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Resolution 2007-15 (Published separate of Minutes)

Electronics at the Rubble Site: Councilman Akland inquired about bringing electronics, i.e. TV’s, computers, printers, etc. to the Beresford Rubble Site.  The City’s permit with the state forbids burying electronics at the rubble site.  Jerry Zeimetz suggested that the City schedule dates a couple times a year for residents to bring their electronics to the Recycling Center and then have Millenium Recycling out of Sioux Falls pick them up for us.  Jerry will discuss this with Millenium Recycling and get a date scheduled in the spring of 2008.

Recycle Center – Options for Relocation: As the depot building has been sold, the Recycling Center will need to find a new location.  Several options were reviewed with the Council.  Jerry will check on the availability and costs of several locations in the City.

2010 Census LUCA Program:  The process for the 2010 census has already started.  Kathy Moller and Jerry Zeimetz will be working on this as it progresses.

FORE Reservations System Agreement: The Fore Reservation System will be installed at the Bridges Clubhouse December 4-6.  It is a software program designed specifically for golf courses, which includes customers being able to schedule their tee-times online.  The cost for the software has already been budgeted for this year.  A motion to approve the Mayor’s signature on the software agreements was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Senior Citizens Center Remodel: Jerry reported that the City received a CDBG grant in the amount of $77,500 to assist with the Senior Citizens’ Center remodel project.  A motion to authorize advertising for bids was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  The notice will be advertised November 8 and November 15, with the bid opening being on 

November 29th.

Consider purchase of camper off federal surplus for use at Rubble Site: The Federal Surplus in Huron has a 2005 26’ brand-new camper listed for $3,000.  These campers usually sell for $15,000 - $19,000.  The current camper at the Rubble Site that Jim Wiese uses as an office needs several repairs and the roof is shot.  A motion to approve the purchase of the camper off Federal Surplus for $3,000 was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Gas Bid: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop for $.02 off per gallon was made by Womack, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Reminder, LCEDA Annual Meeting, November 7, 2007: Jerry reminded the Council Members of the upcoming meeting.

North First Street Construction: Jerry informed the Council that the North First Street construction is moving along.  He also noted that the residents wanted the City to pay the contractor immediately but he did inform them that it is the City’s policy that the street cannot be accepted and paid for until all the work is done.
