Beresford City Council

September 2, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday, 

September 2, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson, presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on August 18, 2008, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Hearing: 

Vacation of Part of Birch Street (cart shed property): A motion was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, to approve Resolution 2008-17 Resolution Vacating a Portion of a Platted Street in the City of Beresford, motion carried.  

(Resolution published separate of Minutes.)

Public Forum & Visitors:
Representatives from Non-Profits Requesting Funds from the City: Several representatives were present to give brief reports on their agencies to the Council: Ralph Jensen for the Senior Center, Tom Frieberg for the Baseball Association, Brent Palmer for the Community Education. The mayor also received letters from Faith In Action and Beresford Community Transit.

Beresford Baseball Association: Jason Carlson was present to discuss some improvements the Baseball Association would like to make to the south ball field.  They would like to construct in-ground dugouts and all of the labor would be donated.  They would also like to sell signs and place them on the field fence, advertising various businesses.  The Association is asking the City to pay half of the cost of the planned improvements, which would be $3,750.  The Council said they will consider this.

Department Head Reports: 
Budget Reviews: The following department heads were present to discuss various aspects of their departments’ budgets with the Council, including adding additional personnel to each of their departments:

Larry Christensen – Police/Dispatch: Chief Christensen reported that he has gotten a few quotes to repair the police station roof.  This cost will be split between dispatch, water treatment, and street departments.  The Council stated that further review of the budget is needed to determine where these funds will come from, and will act on it at the next Council Meeting.

Committee/Mayor Reports:
Education & Transportation Committee: The committee members reported that they recently had a good meeting with Jane Norling at the Library.  Jane would like to hire an additional full-time person but with the Library’s hours as such and benefits being so expensive, she proposed a mid-level benefits package for this type of employee, for the Council’s consideration.

Public Safety & Energy Committee:  This committee recently met with Jim Truman to discuss the possibility of Jim working more hours in the dispatch department.  The committee suggested that Jim work a couple days in dispatch, one day on code enforcement, and 2 days working with building inspections & follow-ups on building permits.  No action was taken by the Council.

Unfinished Business:

2nd Reading Ordinance 2008-03 to Establish Rural & Urban Districts within the City of Beresford: 
The 2nd reading for Ordinance 2008-03, An Ordinance to Establish Urban and Rural Service Districts was held.  Tom Frieberg reported that once this Ordinance has been adopted, the Thompson’s will petition for annexation.  A motion to adopt Ordinance 2008-03 was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

(Ordinance 03-2008 published separate of Minutes.)

Burbach Aquatic Request for Payment: Jerry Zeimetz received a bill from Burbach Aquatics, even though the City has not received a report from them on their findings.  The Council agreed that no payment should be made until a report is received.

Wells Fargo/Dollar General Property: Jerry reported that Wells Fargo has agreed to donate the property along 16th Street to the City with the condition that the property cannot be sold to a financial institution for a period of five years.  A motion authorizing the Mayor to sign the agreement with Wells Fargo Bank was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

New Business

Insurance Quotes: The insurance committee met with First Insurance Agency prior to the regular Council Meeting and went over some of the information in their quote.  The Council would also like to meet with Jensen Agency prior to the next meeting.  It was decided to hold a Special Council Meeting on Monday, September 8.  The insurance committee will meet at 5:00, the Council at 6:00.

First Ready Fiscal Year 2009 Appropriation Ordinance: A first reading of the Fiscal Year 2009 Appropriation Ordinance was given.

Draw Down Request & Pay Request #1 on East Street Water Main Project:  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Womack authorizing the Mayor to sign the request in the amount of $84,358.62, motion carried.

IBEW Request to Reopen Union negotiations: City Administrator Zeimetz has received a letter from IBEW Local #426 requesting to open Union negotiations for 2009.  The current contract expires at the end of 2008.  No action was needed from the Council.

Step Pay Increases Per Union Agreement: Aaron Jurgensen, police officer, and Joe Knutson, electric department, are due for step increases per the Union agreement.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Akland to grant step pay increases for Aaron Jurgensen to $14.40/hour and Joe Knutson to $21.30/hour, motion carried.

Amendment #1 to Community Bus Barn Agreement with the State of South Dakota: The State Department of Transportation would like to amend the bus barn agreement, changing the start date from October 1, 2007 to June 1, 2007.  A motion authorizing the Mayor to sign the amended agreement was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Gas Bid: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop for 2.5 cents per gallon off the pump price was made by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.
