The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

June 2, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on May 5, 2008, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Larry Christensen – grant available for new radios: Police Chief Larry Christensen was present to discuss the police department purchasing new Motorola radios.  The E.F. Johnson radios the department is currently using will become obsolete in 2-3 years and there have already been many problems with these radios.  There is a federal grant available that will cover 80% of the cost of the new radios making the cost to the City $2,576.44 for 7 radios, after trade in.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, giving approval for Larry to apply for the radio grant, motion carried.

Larry Christensen - Golf Carts on City Streets: Chief Christensen reported that there have been many city residents driving golf carts on city streets, and several do not stop at stop signs and don’t follow basic traffic rules.  This is creating problems and dangerous situations on the streets, but there currently are not Ordinances prohibiting golf carts on city streets.  This will be tabled until the next meeting during which time Larry will contact other cities to see how they handle this situation.

Dan Cotton - Lewis & Clark Annual Meeting: Dan Cotton attended the Lewis & Clark Annual Meeting in Sioux Falls and said there was a good turnout and thanked those from the Council who attended.

Mayor Fedderson then told the Council that the various City departments would like more involvement from the Council Members than there has been in the past.  He would like to see each committee meet with their respective departments and then report to the Council Meeting.  Mayor Fedderson asked that the Public Works Committee meet with those departments and report at the next City Council Meeting on June 16th.

Todd Hansen - REED Project & SDN Contract Approval: Todd reported again on the REED Project as the numbers have changed since his last report, due mainly to the addition of 24 fiber instead of 12 fiber as was originally quoted.  The total cost for 24 fibers to SDN and REED project is $409,442.00.  In addition, it is anticipated that BMTC will receive approximately $52,000 in revenue annually for 6 ½ years and then approximately $17,450 annually thereafter from this project.  A motion to approve BMTC’s participation in the REED Project up to 24 fibers was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Daniels Construction Proposal to Fix Cold Joint at Community Center: Jerry received a letter from Daniels Construction regarding the floor issue at the Community Center that details how they will fix the problem.  They plan to remove 3-12’ wide runs of carpet, repair the cold joint by grinding it down and reinstall new carpet.  It was also determined that any liens placed against the community center have been satisfied so the City can go ahead and pay them the $10,054.93 that was approved at the April 7th meeting.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, to approve Daniels Construction’s repair of the floor in the Community Center, motion carried.

New Business

Agreement with SECOG to administrate Consolidated Water Facilities Grant: Jerry received an Agreement from SECOG to provide administrative assistance in the administration of the Consolidated Grant for the City’s East Street water main improvement project.  A motion to approve the Agreement was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Part-Time Hire for Police Department: a motion was made by Akland, second by Cotton to approve the hiring of a part-time, certified police officer, Dean Rohwer, at $10.50/hour, motion carried.

Seasonal Hires for Swimming Pool and Pay Increase: Kelly Knutson requested a pay increase for Stephanie Carnes from $6.55 to $7.00/hour as she has received her Lifeguard Training certification and can now work as a lifeguard instead of the front desk.    Kelly also requested permission to hire additional lifeguards Tiffany Nankivel at $7.00/hour and Beth Andrews at $7.25/hour.  A motion to approve the pay increase and additional hires for the swimming pool was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Review Sidewalk Waivers: At their most recent meeting, the Planning & Zoning Board recommended that the City Council waive the sidewalk requirements for the following new constructions:

1. Community Bus Barn (1108 W. Spruce)

2. Steve Wichner (525 SE 13th St.)

3. County Line Storage (509 E. Cedar)

4. Jason Atwood (907 S. 3rd)

The above-listed building permits were granted a sidewalk wavier, in a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, however in the future if sidewalks are required within the community they too would be subject to sidewalk installation, motion carried.  

The Council also requested that a list of the Building Permits be included with the information packet provided to the council prior to the 2nd Council Meeting of the month.

Set Hearing Date for 1-Day Malt Beverage License for Beresford Tractor Pull: A motion to set the hearing date of June 16, 2008 for the 1-Day Malt Beverage License for the Beresford Tractor Pull was made by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

At 8:40 p.m. the City Council recessed in order to attend the CATV Annual Meeting.

The Council reconvened at 9:10 p.m. 

Gas Bid: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop for 2 cents per gallon off the pump price was made by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

 Resolution to Appoint Representative and Alternate to the SD Municipal Power Agency: 

A motion to approve the Resolution to Designate an Authorized Representative for the South Dakota Municipal Power Agency, with Jay Nordquist as the representative and Dan Cotton as alternate, was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Administrative Fee for Nuisance Properties: Jim Truman is the new Code Enforcement Officer and has been spending a lot of time tracking down owners of nuisance properties.  Jerry recommended increasing the minimum charged to abate any nuisance from $100 to $200.  That would include a minimum of $100 administrative fee and a minimum of $100 for the cleanup.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, to raise the minimum fee charged to nuisance properties to $200, motion carried.

Missouri River Corridor Membership Offer: Jerry received a memo from the Missouri River Corridor 

(MORC) requesting a $250.00 contribution from Beresford.  MORC is an organization that is focused on development initiatives along the Missouri River.  The $250 contribution would be used for marketing and development activities.  The Council decided not to participate at this time.

Discussion & Information Items:

Letter from Mayor of Brookings: Mayor Fedderson received a letter requesting financial contributions to the I-29 Corridor project.  Jim would like to table this at this time until further information can be obtained about the project.

Power Outage Scheduled for Routine Substation Maintenance: Jerry reminded the Council that there will be a scheduled power outage on Sunday morning, June 15th from 2:15 am  to 2:30 am.
City Resident Complaints: Councilman Spaans commented that he has had several calls from residents complaining about the park & boulevard conditions and that they feel the City should be doing a better job of maintaining them.  He has also had complaints regarding the deteriorating appearances of the downtown storefronts of the empty buildings.  The Council suggested asking the 125th Anniversary Committee if they have any suggestions on a solution for the buildings, and that maybe getting the public involved would be beneficial.  Rich then brought up the drainage problem between the Catholic Church and the golf course, as it is still not finished.  Gary Lambert will check with the church council to see what they would like to do about it.

Kathy Moller – Jet Charge Account: Kathy received a letter from Jet Truck Plaza stating that they will no longer be accepting customer charge accounts.  She reported that it is mainly the Fire Department that charges there.  Kathy will contact Jet and see if something can be worked out.

125th Anniversary Committee Meeting: Mayor Fedderson reported that there will be a meeting of volunteers for the 125th Anniversary Committee on Thursday, June 5, 7:00 p.m. at the Library and all Council Members are invited to attend.
