April 4, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, April 4, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Teresa Kaltenbach  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Wayne Akland, and Ward 2 Vacant. 

Remembrance of Dan Cotton: Mayor Fedderson asked for a moment of silence to honor Dan Cotton’s memory. Dan Cotton joined the Council on April 20, 1962 until present. He served as a Council Member for 31 years and Mayor for 6 months. He was dedicated to numerous associations; Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority, Lewis & Clark Regional Water System, Lincoln County Economic Development, Missouri River Energy Services, South Dakota Municipal Electric, Beresford Economic Development, as well as being very involved in the construction of the Beresford Sub-Station. He served as a volunteer Fireman, Fire Chief and Emergency Manager.  His knowledge and commitment to the City will be greatly missed. 

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Doeden made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 21, 2011 second by Lambert, motion carried. 

Public Forum and Visitors

Toby Brown – South Eastern Council of Governments – Ordinance Review Process: The meeting with Toby Brown has been tabled to the May 16, 2011 Council Meeting. 
Old Business

Commercial Building Inspector (CBI) Duties and Compensation: Zeimetz presented a CBI Position draft and example of compensation based on a percentage of the building permit fee. The CBI would not be paid to attend monthly meetings. Council discussed at length the duties. Erickson made the motion to adopt the Commercial Building Inspector Position, but to remove the word commercial. Lambert seconded the motion. After discussing, Erickson withdrew his motion. Lambert questioned a requirement of certification to qualify as a CBI; he strongly encouraged being state certified. Erickson made the motion to adopt the 35% of the building permit fee compensation and the CBI job description draft. Lambert seconded the motion Doeden, Erickson, Lambert voted aye, Kaltenbach nay. The motion having failed to received a majority vote of the entire council (4) was defeated. 

City Wide Cleanup and Electronics Disposal: The City wide curbside cleanup is scheduled for April 18th & 19th. Residents were encouraged to take advantage of the cleanup. Council agreed to go forward with an electronic recycling to be held at the Recycling Center the same week, if feasible. Zeimetz has been in contact with Millennium Recycling out of Sioux Falls. Millennium Recycling would charge a minimum fee of $200.00.
