Special Meeting

The Beresford City Council met in a special meeting at the City Library Community Room on Monday, December 29, 2008 at 5:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Dept. Head Reports:

Mike Conklin – Bridges At Beresford: Mike discussed with the Council his concern for an additional full time employee at the Bridges to help promote food sales, the event center and back up when he’s gone. After much discussion, Council member Lambert made the motion to hire a full time employee effective April 1, 2009, and to fully analyze the position at the end of the season, before making the position permanent, Cotton second. Upon roll call the following council members voted aye, Spaans, Akland, Cotton, and Lambert. Voted nay, Womack and Kaltenbach. Motion carried.

Water and sewer rates – enterprise fund budgets – finalize: Council member Womack made the motion to adopt Resolution #2008-24, a resolution establishing water consumption rates, Akland second. All council members present voted aye. Motion carried.
