The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 19, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present:  Rich Spaans presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Members absent: Mayor Brent Palmer.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on December 5, 2005, were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:
2nd Reading & Adoption on Ordinance 06-2005 An Ordinance Establishing Licensing Requirements and Regulations for Sexually Oriented Businesses Within the Municipality of Beresford: Tom Frieberg recommended waiting for the next Council Meeting to adopt the above Ordinance.  He said that McCook County is still in court and we should wait to see if anything changes with their ordinance so we can make adjustments in ours.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Womack, to table the 2nd Reading and Adoption of the Ordinance until the first meeting in January, motion carried.

2nd Reading and Adoption of Ordinance 07-2005 An Ordinance to Update the City’s Building, Residential, Fire, Plumbing, Mechanical, and Electrical Codes: The 2nd Reading and Adoption of Ordinance 07-2005 was made on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  The adoption of this ordinance will repeal all other building, residential, fire, plumbing, mechanical, and electrical codes now in force.

Sidewalks in New Subdivisions: Jerry Zeimetz reported Jim Fedderson contacted him about installing sidewalks in the Grandview Addition.  The original subdivision plat and covenants filed with the City in April 1998 called for sidewalks to be installed.  The subdivision ordinance adopted in August of 1986 requires that the subdivider shall install sidewalks on both sides of all new streets in the subdivision.  There are other subdivisions in the City that do not have sidewalks but the ordinance requiring sidewalks was not in place when they were formed.  The Council agreed that sidewalks need to be installed per City Ordinance.  Zeimetz will advise Fedderson of the Council’s decision.  

New Business:

16th Street Extension to New Industrial Park: A letter has been sent to Mike McGill representing Jim Weber regarding the extension of 16th Street to the industrial park and the right of way along that street. 

MRES S-1 Notice and Restated S-1 Agreement:  Missouri River Energy Services would like to extend the contract we have with them to purchase power for 2030 through 2046 so that they can finance a new base load generating plant at Big Stone.  Agreement to extend our contract with MRES through 2046 was made on a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Contingency Fund Transfers – Supplemental Appropriation: This is the first reading of Ordinance 08-2005 Supplemental Appropriations Ordinance.

On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, Resolution 2005-12 Contingency Fund Transfers was adopted, motion carried.
