Beresford City Council

January 3, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 3, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Gary Lambert, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen. 

Members absent: None

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Bork, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on December 20 and 27, 2004 were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by VonEschen, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Jane Norling, Public Library:  Jane Norling, Library Director was present to seek Council guidance on organizations’ use of the Library basement for archery & BB gun practice.  She was wondering if we still want to let the basement be used for these purposes and if so, what kind of guidelines should be in place.  After discussion, it was decided that supervised organizations only would be allowed to use the basement for target practice.  The key can be obtained, in advance, from the Library personnel, and Jane, along with Jerry Zeimetz, will compose a list of rules for those who use the room.  

Unfinished Business:
Meter Reading: The City has received a quote from Sioux Pipe in the amount of $17,112.66 for the upgrade to the meter reading process.  Jay Nordquist suggested lowering that cost by only ordering one hand-held programmer at this time, which would reduce the cost by $5,557.93, making the total cost $11,554.73.  In addition to the programmer & communications stand, this includes software, two days of training and one year of support.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, we will purchase the package with one unit and split the cost 50/50 between the Water and Electric Departments.  Motion carried.

After the current employees have been trained in the use of the meter-reading programmer, we will determine the details of hiring a part-time person to read the meters. 

New Business: 

Review bids for 2005 Skid Loader:  Bids for the skid loader for the electric, telephone and park department are listed below.  The low bidder, Tri-State implement did not meet all specifications.  The second low bidder, Piorier Equipment in the amount of $25,866 did meet all specs.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Bork, the bid of Piorier Equipment was accepted.  Motion carried.

Change Order #2 Bridges Sanitary Sewer Interceptor Project: Change order #2 for the Bridges Sanitary Sewer Interceptor was submitted with a decrease of $3,464.00 under the bid price.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, change order #2 was approved, motion carried.

Payment Request #3 (final) Bridges Sanitary Sewer Interceptor Project: Final pay request from Midstates Utilities, Inc. was made in the amount of $11,469.75.  On a motion by Bork, second by Spaans, payment was approved, motion carried.

Payment Request #7 Community Safety Center: Payment request #7 in the amount of $94,950.00 was received from James Steel Erection.  The retainer of $128,873.20 is still remaining.  We will hold this payment until the engineers have made their final inspection and everything is finalized.  Pay request #7 was approved for payment on a motion by VonEschen, second by Womack, motion carried. 

Street Sweeping Contract, SD Dept. of Transportation, Hwy. 46: In past years we have been contracted by the State for street sweeping on Highway 46, and are paid $3,250.00/year.  It is now time to renew this contract if we are still interested.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Brosz, the contract for 2005 was approved, motion carried.

2005 Employee & Council Wages:  Jerry has received verbal agreement from the Electrial Workers Union Local 426/U-26 for the City employees to receive a 4% raise in 2005, 3 ½ in 2006 and 3 ½ in 2007.  The department heads, council, planning & zoning board, and Building Inspector wages are not yet finalized and will be completed at a later date.  The 2005 City Employee Wages are listed below.
