The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

September 15, 2008, at 6:00 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on September 2 & September 8, 2008, were approved in a motion by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

Resolution of Annexation


BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Beresford, Lincoln and Union Counties, South Dakota; 

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford has received Petitions for the annexation of certain 

real property located in Lincoln County, South Dakota, which is legally described as follows, to-wit: 

The North Half (N ½ ) except for Ende Tract One (1) in the Northeast Quarter (NE ¼ ) thereof and except the South 585 feet of the West 482 feet of the Northwest Quarter thereof, all in Section Thirty-two (32), Township Ninety-six (96) North, Range Fifty (50) West of the 5th P.M., Lincoln County, South Dakota; and
Lot One (1); Lot Two (2); Lot Five (5) except the South 230 feet of the East 202.4 feet thereof and except Bethesda Addition thereof; Lot Six (6) except Lot A thereof; Lot Seven (7) and Lot Eight (8), all in the Southwest Quarter (SW¼) of Section Thirty-two (32), Township Ninety-six (96) North, Range Fifty (50) West of the 5th P.M., Lincoln County, South Dakota; and


WHEREAS, the owners of the above described real property have all consented to and requested annexation; and


WHEREAS, there are no registered voters residing on said property, which property is owned by the City of Beresford and by Paul Anthony Thompson, Mary Dean Thompson, and The Thompson Family Trust, James P. Thompson, and Darlene J. Thompson, Trustees; and


WHEREAS, the properties are contiguous to the existing boundaries of the city limits for the City of Beresford, Lincoln and Union Counties, South Dakota;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the above described property is hereby annexed into the municipal boundaries of the City of Beresford, Lincoln and Union Counties, South Dakota.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution of Annexation be delivered to Lincoln County for purposes of confirming the changes to the city boundaries.
