Beresford City Council

March 20, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 20, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Dan Cotton.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on March 6, 2006, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, with the following correction: In the E911 Information, the total estimate of SDN Communications and Qwest combined came to $41,991.90 (there was not a separate estimate from Qwest).   Motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Johna Nielsen – Woodfield Center – Demolition of the old Bethesda Home: Ms. Nielsen was unable to attend the meeting and will reschedule for a later date.

Department Head Reports:

Kelly Knutson – Bridges Golf Course Update: Kelly was unable to attend the meeting due to the weather and will give his report at the next Council Meeting.

Committee Reports: 

Public Works Committee – Sidewalks: The Public Works Committee, consisting of Rich Spaans, Pete Womack, and Chuck Von Eschen, attended the recent Planning & Zoning Commission Meeting and discussed the sidewalk issue.  They reported that the Planning & Zoning Commission intends to enforce the installation of sidewalks on all new construction within the City.  Tom Frieberg, City Attorney, will check on the ADA regulations to see if the sidewalks are required to be 48”.  It was stated that the Council still needs to determine exactly where sidewalks need to be addressed and how it will be handled.  Jerry Zeimetz will contact the cities of Brookings and Tea to see how they handled this recently and report this to the next Council Meeting.  He will also invite the Planning & Zoning Commission members to attend the next Council Meeting for discussion on this issue.

Policy Committee: The Policy Committee, consisting of Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland and Rich Spaans met recently to review the pay schedule for Council Members in regard to meeting pay (apart from regular Council Meetings).  It was decided that Council Members’ pay will be as follows:

Ordinance 01-2006 – Second Reading: A motion was made by Akland, second by Lambert, to approve the second reading of Ordinance 01-2006, An Ordinance Providing for the Conversion to Underground Electric Secondary Service Lines to All Residential and Small Commercial Secondary Service (under 200 amp) Electric Customers within the Municipality of Beresford, South Dakota.  Motion carried.  A notice will be inserted in the April utility bills and in the next City Newsletter regarding the underground electric rates.

City Hall Copier/Fax/Printer/Scanner: Jerry Zeimetz provided more information regarding the costs of the copier to be purchased for City Hall.  This will be replacing two older machines; maintenance and toner are included in the costs.  In addition, A & B Business is going to include an E-File Data Storage System at no charge (regular cost of $5,000).  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert the HP Laser Jet 8000 DN printer and the Richo Aficio 200 copier were declared surplus property each with the value less than $500.00, motion carried.
