Beresford City Council

May 16, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on May 16, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans (arrived at 7:45), Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on May 2, 2005, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Hearing:

Rezone Request from Russell Dirks: The first reading of an ordinance to rezone Russell Dirks’ property on North 3rd from single family to multi family was held.  Mr. Dirks would like to put a 3-4-unit apartment on this site for residents age 55 & older.  The Planning & Zoning Board unanimously approved the request.  The second reading for this rezoning request will be held at the City Council Meeting on Monday, June 6, 2005.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, the 1st reading of Ordinance #03-2005 was made, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Larry Olson – Skateboard Park Concept:  Larry Olson was present to request the City donate a piece of land in the park for a skateboard park.  He supplied pictures of ramps and cost estimates.  His group will take care of the fundraising and getting the work done – he was just asking for the land and also that the Park Department would maintain the area.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, the city agrees to supply a spot of land in the City Park for the purpose of a skateboard park, with the understanding that Larry Olson’s committee will raise any necessary funds to complete the project.  Motion carried.

Executive Session: At 7:55 p.m. a motion to enter into executive session to discuss personnel issues was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Mayor Palmer declared the Council out of executive session at 8:02 p.m.

Part-time Student Hire at Library: Jane Norling requested to hire an additional student  on a part-time basis for the Library.   On a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, approval was given for Jane Norling to hire a part-time high school student at the Library, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Council Pay Increase: At the last Council Meeting, there was discussion on a pay increase for Council Members attending special meetings and other board meetings.  Jerry requested clarification on this request from the Policy & Procedure Committee.  This committee, consisting of Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland and Dan Cotton, will meet to get a policy put together and bring their recommendations back to the Council.

Vacation of Right of Way in Saugstad Addition:  After discussing this at the last Council meeting, Saugstad agreed to grant permanent easements of 30 feet where the right-of-way would be vacated so that access would still be available to service existing utilities currently in the right of way.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, the following resolution to vacate the right-of-way in the Saugstad addition was approved, motion carried.

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Beresford Awarded $3,867.50 Grant for Mosquito Control – Authorization to Sign Agreement: Jerry informed the Council that the City was awarded a grant in the amount of $3,867.50 from the State of South Dakota for Mosquito control.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Womack, authorization was given to sign the agreement for the grant.  Motion carried.

Costs to Video Tape Council Meetings: Jerry has been working with Todd Hansen to get prices for video equipment to tape the Council Meetings.  The video camera would cost $600.00 and a tripod will cost $150.00.   Wireless microphones cost anywhere from $400.00 - $800.00, but will not be purchased unless it is necessary.  The money to purchase this equipment will be taken out of the City Council budget.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, approval to purchase the video equipment was granted, motion carried.

New Business: 

Appoint Delegate and Alternate to Lewis & Clark Rural Water System Annual Meeting:  On a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, Councilman Dan Cotton was named the delegate and Pete Womack was named the alternate for the 2005 Annual Membership Meeting of the Lewis & Clark Rural Water System.  Motion carried.

Summer Hire for Telephone Department: Todd Hansen requested a summer hire for the Telephone/Cable Department to help with bury cable, boring, etc.  On a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, approval was given for hiring summer help for the telephone/cable department, motion carried.

Appointment to SECOG Board:  Lisel Hallwas, former Mayor of North Sioux City has been the Union/Clay County representative on the SECOG Board.  On a motion by Womack, second by Cotton, the Beresford City Council recommends the appointment of Lisel Hallwas to serve on SECOG’s Board as the 2nd and 3rd Class Representative for Clay/Union Counties for the remainder of the calendar year 2005.  Motion carried.

Review Wages for Tyler Lewison, Summer Park Employee:  Parks and Golf Course Superintendent, Kelly Knutson, has recommended an increase in the wages paid to summer park employee Tyler Lewison from $7.00/hour to $8.00/hour.  Tyler has taken on extra responsibilities and oversees the other summer park employees in the absence of Kelly.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, a pay increase to $8.00 an hour was approved, motion carried.

Missouri River Energy Services Scholarship: Jerry reported that the Missouri River Energy Services Scholarship in the amount of $1,000.00 was awarded to Beresford resident Alicia Coggins.  In addition, she will be eligible to receive $1,000 each year thereafter if she meets the requirements.  Congratulations to Alicia!

Lewis & Clark Annual Meeting: The Lewis & Clark Rural Water System Annual Meeting will be held in Sioux Falls on May 26th.  Council members attending will be Rich Spaans, Pete Womack, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, and Brent Palmer.
