Beresford City Council

January 18, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 18, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Gary Lambert, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen. 

Members absent: None

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on January 3, 2005 were approved on a motion by Bork, second by VonEschen, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Todd Hansen – Telec Consulting Contract: Todd Hansen was present to discuss the Telec Consulting contract.  Just a few of the areas Telec Consulting advises BMTC on are new rules and regulations, conduct cost studies, industry research.  One example of where we have used their services recently was with the Local Number Portability issue.  We have not had a contract with Telec in the past, but they are now requiring it.  They suggested a contract of 25 hours per month at a rate of $96/hour, or we could do a contract of 10 hours/month at $100/hour.  If we should go over the 10 hours the rate would increase to only $105/hour.  

Todd would like to take on more of the issues himself to reduce the number of hours we have used Telec each month and go with the 10 hours per month contract.  Tom Frieberg, City Attorney, has also looked over the contract and feels it is a good contract.  Pete Womack made a motion that BMTC will enter into a yearly contract with Telec for 10 hours per month at a rate of $100/hour, second by Spaans, motion carried.

New Business: 

Authorize advertising for padmount switchgear: Two switch boxes are needed for Phase One of The Bridges housing project at an estimated cost of $25,000 each.    One hundred thousand dollars is budgeted for electrical system improvements in 2005.  Motion to advertise for bids for the Padmount Switchgear was made by Bork, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

CPR Training for City Employees: Certified CPR trainer Jerry Berg has offered to train any city employees who would like to take the CPR Training.  His cost is $100 for the session.  This will take about 1½ hours and will be done during the workday.  It is felt that this would be a worthwhile investment in our employees and was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.  Jay Nordquist will work out the date and details with Jerry Berg.

Review Rates for Underground Electrical Service to Residences: New fees for overhead and underground electric service were discussed.  The fee of $150.00 for overhead service was established and a fixed fee of $200.00, plus an additional $2.50 per foot buried for underground service was established.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, Resolution 2005-01 was approved, motion carried.

City of Beresford 2003 Audited Annual Report: All Council Members received a copy of the 2003 City Audit and were asked to read it over and bring any questions to the next council meeting.  The current audit findings dealt with a lack of proper segregation of duties and records regarding fixed assets and accumulated depreciation.  Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, has been working closely with the auditors and has made the changes they have recommended the past few years.  The Council accepted the 2003 Audit on a motion by Lambert, second by VonEschen, motion carried.

Review Electric Rates – Consider Resolution to Increase Rates:  The electric rates were last increased on April 1, 2003.  At that time they were increased 8% to help pay for the new substation project. It was estimated at that time that a 15% increase would be needed to finance the $2.5 million upgrade.  After a review of electric usage and final costs for the project, the council was advised that an additional 7% increase is needed to cover the bond payments for that project.   On a motion by Lambert, second by VonEschen, the electric rates will be increased per Resolution 2005-02, effective March 1, 2005.

Resolution 2005-02 (published separate of the Minutes)
Walnut Street Special Assessment Roll – Set Public Hearing Date:  The assessment roll on the Walnut Street Improvement Project was filed with the City Finance Officer.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by VonEschen, to approve advertising for February 22, 2005 as the Public Hearing Date for the Walnut Street Special Assessment Roll.  Motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Summer Help – parks, pool, baseball coaches:  Authorization for advertising for summer help was approved on a motion by Bork, second by Spaans, motion carried.  This does not include the golf course employees.

Authorize Advertising for Street Sealing and Gravel Bids: Councilman Spaans suggested we look into other options to improve our streets instead of chip sealing every year, possibly looking at grinding down & resurfacing streets and maintaining the existing curbs.  The street sealing issue was tabled for now so Jerry can meet with Dan Andre, Street Superintendent, to discuss this.  We will, however, still advertise for gravel bids.  This was approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Bork, motion carried.

Effective Management Program – Hansen & Moller: Kathy Moller & Todd Hansen will be attending an Effective Management Program that is put on by Don Salverda.  The program will start in September and should be completed within 1 year.  Jerry will also talk to Larry Christensen about attending with them.  Motion to approve their attendance was made by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Step Pay Increases – Per Union Agreement: On a motion by Brosz, second by Lambert, the following step pay increases were approved: Jerry Antonson to $14.23, Elaine Johnson to $14.30, and Justin Gravely to $20.70, motion carried.

Final Payment on Sanitary Sewer Interceptor on the Bridges Project: Banner Engineering has made final inspection of the Sanitary Sewer Interceptor and has recommended that Mayor Palmer sign the final inspection and approval certificate.  Payment approved on a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Retreat Follow-Up with Don Salverda: A new date was scheduled for the retreat with Don Salverda on Monday, February 14, 2005 at 5:30 pm.

Police Officer Interviews: Jerry reported that interviews for the Police Officer position would be conducted on January 28th.
