November 15, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, November 15, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Troy Doeden, and Teresa Kaltenbach.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 1, 2010 second by Erickson, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors

Parking on S. 7th Street: Mike Jones and Dan Bergland, residents of S. 7th St. between W. Main and W. Oak were present to discuss a possible parking change. Other residents had phoned City Hall or wrote letters. The street is seeing more traffic from the School, Bridges Golf Course and Senior Event Center. After a long discussion, Erickson made the motion to eliminate parking on the Westside of south 7th Street between W. Main and W. Oak to become effective as soon as signs can be posted. Akland seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Committee / Mayor Reports

Public Safety and Energy Committee: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist recently met with the Public Safety & Energy Committee Members Cotton, Akland and Erickson. Jay Nordquist explained to the Council the transmission project, employee over-time, snow removal and the South Dakota Municipal Electric Associations Comparison of Operations. No action taken.

Mayor Fedderson asked the Public Safety & Energy Committee to work on the Police Policy Manual for the December 6, 2010 Council Meeting.

Old Business

Gas Purchasing Process: The Council discussed the benefits of purchasing gas off the State of South Dakota bid. Erickson made the motion to start the gas purchasing process by completing the fuel site agreement and start purchasing gas effective January 1, 2011. Lambert seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Erickson, second by Cotton to accept Amo Beal’s bid of $3,100.00, motion carried.

Second Reading Ordinance #02-2010: Ordinance #02-2010, an ordinance to rezone and amend the zoning regulations for the City of Beresford, South Dakota, was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Cotton, seconded by Erickson, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Ordinance 02-2010 (published separate of minutes)
Consider Ordinance to allow off-sale wine and liquor sales on Sunday’s: Ordinance #03-2010, an ordinance establishing the hours of sale for alcoholic beverages, was given its first reading and placed on file.  

New Business

Solid Waste Disposal Agreement with City of Sioux Falls: The 2-year Solid Waste Disposal agreement with the City of Sioux Falls has expired. Akland made the motion to approve another 2-year agreement. Cotton seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Step Pay Increase: Kathy Moller stated that City Hall employee Patti Bickett is a very good employee and deserves her step pay increase. Council Member Lambert made the motion to approve the wage increase to $16.02 an hour, effective November 17, 2010. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.   
Appointment to Housing Redevelopment Commission: Mayor Fedderson stated that Gary Schaap’s Housing Redevelopment Commission term has expired, however he has agreed to fulfill another term. Cotton made the motion to appoint Gary Schaap to a 5-year term expiring November 2015. Lambert seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Appoint member to Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Mayor Fedderson stated that Phil Peterson’s Economic Development Corporation members term has expired, however he has agreed to fulfill another term. Akland made the motion to appoint Phil Peterson to a 4-year term expiring November 2014. Erickson seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Set Hearing Date for Liquor License Renewals: Finance Officer Kathy Moller stated that all of the liquor license renewal applications and fees have been submitted. Lambert made the motion to set December 6, 2010 as the hearing date for liquor license renewals. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Group Health Insurance Renewal: Jerry Zeimetz stated he received a letter notifying the City of a 5.61% rate increase on health insurance for 2011. Lambert made the motion to authorize the group administrator to sign the insurance renewal. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Discussion & Information items

Rubble Site Hours: The Rubble Site hours will change effective December 1, 2010 to Saturdays 9:00 am to 12:00 pm and 1:00 pm to 4:00pm. November 17 & 24th the rubble site will close at 5:30 pm because it is dark and no one is using it that late at night
BEDCO Lot Prices: Jerry Zeimetz informed the council that due to the current market, the Bridges Lots prices have been lowered. Several lots are now priced at $19,900 and all others are 10% of the original price or offer.

South Dakota Retirement System (SDRS): Kathy Moller stated that SDRS is encouraging the City to institute an automatic enrollment program for new, eligible employees to participate in the supplemental retirement plan. The decision was tabled to the December 6, 2010 Council Meeting to compile more information. No action taken. 

Union County Pre Disaster Mitigation Plan: Dan Cotton encouraged all of the Council Members to get involved with the Union County Pre Disaster Mitigation Planning. Mr. Cotton has a CD available for any Councilperson to review.
