Beresford City Council

October 20, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

October 20, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.  The Council Meeting started at 8:20 p.m. due to no quorum until that time.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Rich Spaans, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Dan Cotton arrived at 8:20 p.m.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Wayne Akland.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on October 2, 2008, were approved in a motion by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Committee Reports:
Finance & Utility Committee: The Finance & Utility Committee members Rich Spaans & Gary Lambert met recently with Todd Hansen and Kathy Moller regarding their request to create a full-time position that would work 25 hours in City Hall and 15 hours per week in the Telephone Office.  The Committee feels that this is worth giving a try to see if it works for both departments.  The Council did state that the full-time position does require advertising for applicants.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, to advertise for a full-time employee to work in both City Hall and the Telephone Office, motion carried.

This committee also stated that they will be meeting in the near future to review all utility rates for the City.

Unfinished Business:

Cart Shed Progress: City Administrator Zeimetz reviewed the steps that were taken leading up to the construction of the new cart shed at the Bridges Golf Course.  Jerry apologized if the Council didn’t understand the progress or if they felt he didn’t communicate all the details clearly.

Catholic Church Drainage Concerns: An email from Pat Carey, City Engineer, was given to the council showing several options they have on the drainage at the Catholic Church site.  Councilman Lambert has been unable to get a hold of anyone at the church to discuss this.  Councilman Spaans will see if he can get together with Steve Birgen and try to get a resolution before winter.

Identity Theft Program (Red Flag Rule): Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, will be attending a meeting on this topic next week and will report back to the Council on this.  The Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act of 2003 (FACTA) requires all municipalities that operate utilities to have an Identity Theft Prevention Program.

Invitation to Join South Dakota Wind Energy Association: Jerry talked with Missouri River Energy Services and they are already contributing to this association on behalf of all of their members.  Since we are already members it is up to the City if they would want to contribute further. At this time the Council did not want to join.

New Business:

Declare Items Surplus Property: There are a number of items that the Council needs to consider to declare as surplus:

Councilmen Lambert, Cotton & Womack were appointed as the Board of Appraisers and set the following values:


. ’69 Trailblazer pull camper  - $500 or less


.  C-Farmall – $1,500 minimum


. ’85 Ford – $1,000

. ’83 FMC Sewer Jetter – $2,500 minimum

A motion was made by Spaans, second by Lambert to surplus the C-Farmall and the Sewer Jetter, motion carried.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Cotton, to offer the ’85 Ford to the School for $1,000, motion carried.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Cotton, to sell the camper for the best offer, motion carried. 

Authorize Advertising for Bids on 2009-2011 Garbage Hauling Contract: A motion authorizing advertising for bids for the 2009-2011 garbage hauling contract for the City was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.  Jerry stated that the advertisement will direct that the bids be received by November 14th and approved at the November 17th Council Meeting.

Part-Time Cleaning Position at City Hall: Jamie Gravely has resigned her cleaning position at City Hall and Dave Nelson has expressed an interest in taking the job. Nelson currently cleans at the Bridges Community Center. A motion was made by Lambert, second by Womack, giving approval to hire Dave Nelson at $10.25/hour for the part-time cleaning position at City Hall, motion carried.

EDA Grant: City Administrator Zeimetz distributed Resolution 2008-20 Economic Development Administration Application Sponsorship that outlines the details of the Federal Fiscal Year 2008 Disaster Supplemental Appropriations Act.  The EDA received $100,000,000 as a supplemental appropriation for disaster assistance for the expenses related to three activities: (i) disaster relief; (ii) long-term recovery; and (iii) restoration of infrastructure.  The City of Beresford is eligible to apply for funds from this Act because of a determined need for the business/industrial park infrastructure project, which would support the long-term recovery efforts of the Disaster Supplemental Appropriations Act by creating new jobs in the region.  This grant requires a 25% local match.  The estimated costs of the entire Industrial Park infrastructure is $4,000,000.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, to adopt Resolution 2008-20.  Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION 2008-20

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ADMINISTRATION APPLICATION SPONSORSHIP


WHEREAS, under the Federal Fiscal Year 2008 Disaster Supplemental Appropriations Act, the Economic Development Administration received $100,000,000 as a supplemental appropriation for disaster assistance for the necessary expenses related to the following three activities:  (i) disaster relief; (ii) long-term recovery; and (iii) restoration of infrastructure;  
WHEREAS, 29 counties out of South Dakota’s 66 counties were designated as disaster areas under FEMA-1759-DR, 1774-DR due to flooding;
WHEREAS, Clay, McCook, and Turner counties were declared disaster areas and Minnehaha, Lincoln, and Union counties directly border Clay, McCook, and Turner counties;
WHEREAS, the City of Beresford has determined a need for the business/industrial park infrastructure project which would support the long-term recovery efforts of the Disaster Supplemental Appropriations Act by creating new jobs in the region;
WHEREAS, financial assistance will be necessary to enable the City to construct these improvements; 
WHEREAS, the City Council desires funding assistance from the Economic Development Administration to assist with funding this improvement; and
WHEREAS, the Economic Development Administration grant requires a 25% local match;
WHEREAS, the City of Beresford’s local match would be 25% of the total project cost.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. The City of Beresford hereby authorizes the filing of an Economic Development Administration grant application, including all understandings and assurances contained therein.
2. Be it further resolved that the City of Beresford hereby authorizes the commitment of the 25% local match funds.


3. Be it further resolved that the City of Beresford hereby authorizes its Mayor to act as signatory in connection with the application and other required forms, and to provide such additional information as may be required by the Economic Development Administration.

Discussion & Information Items:

City Christmas Party: A motion was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, to hire Esther Zoss to cater the City Christmas party in December, motion carried.

Free Swimming During 125th Celebration: The anniversary committee has requested that the City offer free swimming during the four-day celebration.  A motion to approve free swimming during the 125th Anniversary Celebration July 2-5, 2009, was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Letter from Sheridan & Gail Swee: Jerry received a letter from Sheridan & Gail Swee stating their concerns regarding the Baseball Association’s plans to put advertising on the ball field fence, which is just across from their home.  Councilman Womack will explain to the Swee’s that the intention is not to construct a wood fence, but to place signs in the fence that advertise local businesses, and that this shouldn’t interfere with the view or being able to see the field.

Additional Sidewalk Adjacent to the Community Center Storage Room: Mike Conklin, Bridges Event Center Manager, expressed his concerns about ice that in the past formed on the north side of the utility enclosure on the east side of the Community Center.  During the winter months the ice does not melt there and it is very dangerous for employees when they bring garbage outside.  They would prefer to use the south doors but the sidewalk stops about 12’ from the attached storage shed.  He requested the City concrete a section approximately 12’ by 30’.  The cost should be $600-$1,000, possibly lower if the City employees do the work.  A motion to approve the additional sidewalk at the Community Center was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.
