Beresford City Council

February 7, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on February 7, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Gary Lambert, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen. 

Members absent: None

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on January 18, 2005, were approved on a motion by Brosz, second by Bork, motion carried.

Unfinished Business: 

Meter Reading – review options for p/t vs. contract employee: The Water and Electric Departments have been reading the meters the last 2 months.  We need to determine if we want to hire a part-time employee or contract the job to someone.  Larry Pravecek, the former meter reader for the City, has expressed interest in reading meters on a part-time basis, and believes it can be done in about 8-10 days each month.  Jerry will contact Larry to see if he would be interested in reading the meters on a part-time basis for $10.00/hour.

New Business:

Verizon Tower Lease Agreement: Jerry is still working on the lease agreement with Verizon to erect a cellular tower on City owned property just south of Slumberland’s parking lot.    

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the only gas quote from Cenex C-Store for $1.7282 was made by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Payment Request #10, Substation Project: Pay request  #10 from Harold K. Scholtz Company in the amount of $25,210.21 for the City Electric Substation project was approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Von Eschen.  Motion carried.

 Request for part-time student help at Library: Jane Norling, Library Director, would like to hire a part-time high school student to work at the Library.  This person would probably work 1-2 nights a week and some Saturdays.   Jane will check with the high school to see if there are any interested students.  Hiring a student part-time to work at the Library was approved on a motion by Womack, second by Bork, motion carried.

Craig Akland, Certified Class II Water Treatment Operator-Pay Increase: Notice was received that Craig Akland has passed the Class II Water Treatment operator certification exam and has moved to the next level.  By moving to the Class II Water Treatment Operator he is eligible for a pay increase to $13.59.  This pay increase was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Full-time Hires – Police Officer and Golf Course/Parks Superintendent: 

Police Officer: Jerry Zeimetz, along with Larry Christensen, interviewed applicants for the police officer position and has recommended hiring Ryan Knutson, a certified officer, full-time.  Ryan has worked for the Beresford Police Department on a part-time basis for the past 2-½ years and has been working full-time since Joe Weiland resigned.  On that recommendation, a motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Bork, to offer the position to Ryan Knutson at 12.80/hr, with a six month probation, and on the condition that he move to the City of Beresford within one year, motion carried.

Golf Course/Park Superintendent: An interview committee made up of Jerry Zeimetz, Jim Babb, Julie Wendling, Pat Wyss, and Mayor Palmer conducted a total of 6 Golf Course/Parks Superintendent interviews.   Jerry stated that after all the interviews were completed, each of the interview committee listed the same number one choice.  The number one choice was Kelly Knutson, who is currently working as Assistant Golf Course Superintendent at the Bluffs in Vermillion.   On a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, motion carried to hire Kelly Knutson for the Golf Course/Parks Superintendent at a salary of $40,000.00 per year.  This position also contains the condition that the applicant relocate to Beresford within one year.

On a motion by Lambert, second by Womack, the low bid from Burmeister Electric in the amount of $49,330.00 for the Padmount Switchgear was approved as well as the option to install low voltage phasing pins for $1,800 per switchgear.  Motion carried.

Pay Request #8, Community Safety Center: Pay request #8 to James Steel Erection for the Community Safety Center in the amount of $38,070.00 was approved for payment on a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Hire Part-time Bartender at Liquor Store: Dee Akland, Liquor Store Manager, has requested an additional part-time clerk be hired at the liquor store.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, Kim Boden will be hired on a part-time basis at $7.00/hour, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Community Safety Center Update:  Jerry met with Dales James of James Steel Erection and Darrel England of Banner Engineering to discuss moving & reframing the wall and moving the X braces in the meeting room.   Banner and James Steel agreed to each pay half of the cost.  Completion date should be around February 15, 2005.

Special Meeting, Retreat Follow-up with Don Salverda: The retreat follow-up for Council members has been set for Monday, February 14th at 5:30 p.m., to be held at the Library.

Rules for use of Library Basement: Jerry distributed a list of rules for groups requesting use of the Library basement and asked the Council to review them and give him any feedback.

Bridges Infrastructure: There have been some questions regarding where the money used to pay the Bridges Housing development is coming from.  The Beresford Economic Development Corporation (BEDCO) has secured financing and is paying all bills related to the housing portion of the project which will include the installation of street, water, sewer, curb and gutter, street lighting and engineering.   These bills are not being paid out of the City budget.

City and Bridges Logo Contest: We have received a few nice entries for the two logos.  Brent had previously asked the Beresford High School art class to participate; those should be submitted in one week.
