The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

May 5, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Councilman Rich Spaans, presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Absent: Mayor Brent Palmer.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on April 21, 2008, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

Jim Daniels – Daniels Construction: Jim Daniels, of Daniels Construction, General Contractor for the Bridges Community Center/Clubhouse was present to discuss the City’s reasons for withholding some of the final payment for the building.  The 3 areas at issue are the penalty for not completing the project on time, the concrete seam in the Events Center, and any mechanical liens that were placed on the building.  Councilman Spaans, presiding over the meeting, informed Mr. Daniels that the Council will review the documents to determine if, in fact, the project date was not met as agreed upon, and will also do a Title Search to ensure that all liens against the building have been paid.  He also asked Mr. Daniels to go to the building to look at the cement in question to determine if it is actually the cement that is the problem or if there is a problem with the carpet, and let Jerry know what he has determined.  

Unfinished Business:
REED Project Update – Todd Hansen: Todd reported that he & Tom Frieberg reviewed the proposed contract with SDN and that it is not acceptable as it was designed for the 5 companies north of Sioux Falls.  They are hoping to have a contract to present to the Council at the next Council Meeting.  Todd also approached the Council about the opportunity to purchase 12 additional fibers from Beresford to SDN in Sioux Falls.  He feels this is a limited opportunity to purchase this fiber at this lower cost.  Todd will get more definite costs and information on the additional 12 fibers and bring it to the Council.
