The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, March 16, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Spaans made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 2, 2009, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Hearings:

Board of Equalization: At 7:34 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2009 Board of Equalization Hearing. There were no appeals from either Lincoln or Union County. At 7:36 p.m. the council reconvened in regular session.

Public hearing – Integrated Resource Plan for Beresford Municipal Electric: Resolution No. 2009-03 was adopted on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

Beresford HRC: Beresford Housing and Redevelopment Commission (HRC) board members Sheridan Swee, Kay Grosvenor and Larry Bork were present to discuss with the Council their recent decision to sell the N. 8th St. 4-plexes. After much discussion, Kay Grosvenor stated that the Beresford HRC would start sending the council their meeting minutes and attend a council meeting bi-annually. The council thanked the board members for attending the council meeting. No action taken. 

Lonnie Merriman – request to close portion of 200 block of N. 3rd Street on June 27: Lonnie Merriman representing the Beresford V.F.W. addressed the council regarding a request to close a portion of the 200 block of N. 3rd St. on June 27, 2009 to have a street dance. The current V.F.W. parking lot is not large enough to hold a stage.  Mr. Merriman was asked to provide proof of insurance. Council member Womack made the motion to approve the request to close a portion of the 200 block of N. 3rd St. on June 27, 2009 and let the Beresford V.F.W. use the City of Beresford stage at no cost. Spaans second the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Dept. Head Reports:

Todd Hansen-Cienna Investment: Beresford Municipal Telephone Company Superintendent Todd Hansen explained to the council a potential investment opportunity. The committee consisting of Akland, Spaans and Lambert recently met with Todd and were all in favor of it. Council member Akland made the motion to authorize for bids, Spaans second the motion. All present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Mike Conklin-interviews for Clubhouse/Event Center Asst. Manager: Clubhouse/Event Center Manager Mike Conklin addressed the council regarding the ten applicants for the position. The committee of council members Cotton, Lambert, and Kaltenbach will meet with Mike and decide who to interview and when.  

Kelly Knutson: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson asked the council to table hiring for the swimming pool until the April 6, 2009 council meeting. Kelly stated that he would not open the golf course or driving range and jeopardize the condition of the course until it has dried up. He also mentioned that baseball practice has started and the safety tubing for around the fence was getting picked up tomorrow. Kelly discussed with the Council the possibility of renting the park picnic tables for a fee. No action was taken. 

Larry Christensen – COPS Grant-Stimulus Funding: Chief of Police Larry Christensen was unable to attend the meeting. City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz spoke on his behalf. The Public Safety & Energy Committee of Cotton and Akland along with Mayor Jim Fedderson met to discuss a potential grant to finance a police officer position for 3 years. After much discussion the subject was tabled until details of the grant could be determined.  

Kathy Moller-Investments: Finance Officer Kathy Moller advised the Council of the increasingly low interest rate being earned on the investment held at SD Public Investment Trust and is looking for direction on reinvesting a portion of the funds at one or more of our officially designated depositories. Kathy stated that she would look for our investment policy and check investments options and bring her findings to the April 6, 2009 council meeting.

Jay Nordquist: Electric Superintendent: Jay Nordquist demonstrated to the Council the thermal imaging camera and it’s uses. Jay also explained a grant for underground electric that he will be looking into.

Jay stated that 1,079 new automatic meter readers have been installed in residential homes. Council member Spaans made the motion to approve the contract with Byram Labs to start using the automatic meter reading program. Womack second the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Jay discussed with the Council the Recycling Center. It currently accepts plastics, which consume the majority of the building. Jay researched the cost of a plastic baler. Council member Spaans made the motion to approve purchasing a plastic baler between $2,000 - $4,000. Akland second the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Committee/Mayor Reports:

I-29 Corridor Project: Mayor Jim Fedderson stated that Union County has put $1000.00 down on the I-29 Corridor Project. Mayor Fedderson will check into the project and report back at the April 6, 2009 Council meeting. 

Unfinished Business:

Crack Sealing Quotes: Three quotes were received for the 2009 crack sealing bids; they were The Road Guy from Yankton at $0.69 per linear foot, Highway Improvement, Inc. from Sioux Falls at $0.599 per linear foot, and Topkote Inc. from Yankton at $0.50 per linear foot. Council member Spaans made the motion to accept the lowest bid from Topkote of Yankton at $0.50 per linear foot. Cotton second the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Surplus Property –96 Chevy Pickup: Council member Womack made the motion to advertise the 1996 Chevy Pickup for $3600.00. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Spring Clean up – include electronics: Council member Womack made the motion to include electronics with the spring clean up. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 
New Business:

Set Fees for Conditional Use, Rezoning and Variance Request: Council member Akland made the motion to adopt Resolution 2009-04, Cotton seconded the motion. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
