Beresford City Council

March 5, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 5, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack, Dan Cotton.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on February 19, 2007 were approved on a motion by Womack, second by Spaans, motion carried.   

Public Forum & Visitors:

Beresford Swimming Pool Advisory Committee: Kari Schroedermeier was present on behalf of the Swimming Pool Advisory Committee.  She reported that the committee has set up 2 fundraisers – a Wild Game Feed on Saturday, March 10th, and a Texas Hold “Em Tournament on Saturday, March 31st.  They plan to form a smaller group to send out requests for proposals to 4-5 companies.  They also still need to determine the size of the pool, the costs, and a plan of action.  Banner Engineering says that due to the age of the pool it will be hard to save much of it, but the committee would like to see part of the old pool used in conjunction with a new portion.  The Committee’s goal of completing the new pool is 3-5 years.  Banner Engineering also said that it would cost $4,000 - $5,000 to get conceptual drawings and plans prepared for the pool.

Department Head Reports:  

Kathy Moller – GASB 34 Requirement: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, requested to switch the Library’s fund consisting of revenue from overdue fines to a revenue fund, due to a GASB 34 requirement.  The Library Board will remain in charge of the account as in the past.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Spaans, to change the Library fund to a revenue fund, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Lewis & Clark Rural Water Funding – Resolution 2007-03: Jerry Zeimetz provided a copy of Resolution 2007-03 Resolution Authorizing Issuance, Prescribing the Form and Details and Providing for the Payment of General Obligation Bonds, Series 2007.  This is a 17-year bond; $146,000 to $149,000 is to be repaid annually.  We currently generate approximately $164,000.00 in annual revenue from water rates that is dedicated to Lewis and Clark; the additional money will stay in the water fund or may be used to pay ahead.  A motion to approve Resolution 2007-03 was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

On a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, option #2 for a used trencher with rear attachment & backhoe attachment less trade-in in the amount of $16,828.00 was accepted, motion carried.

On a motion by by Akland, second by Cotton, the Ditch Witch R65DD tractor with dig attachment, combo attachment, backhoe, plow blades, 12” bucket and ditch with T8 Trailer were declared surplus for trade, motion carried.

There was discussion about selling our current Digger Derrick truck.  Jay Nordquist will send notices to all municipalities, SDML Magazine, and possibly look into trying to sell the truck on EBay.  Jay recommends option 3 as the extended cab would provide more room for equipment in the truck.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, to accept the bid from Dueco, Inc., option #3, in the amount of $206,865, motion carried.

Jay also reported at this time that there were very few problems with the recent blizzard other than a few blinks due to Western Area Power Lines going down.

Review Possible Use of Existing Clubhouse for Senior Citizen Center: The Senior Citizens Board had requested a letter from the City outlining the proposal for the Clubhouse.  The proposal includes deeding the old clubhouse to the Seniors, helping them apply for a CDBG grant to help with remodeling costs, and the City will assist in reshaping and graveling the parking lot and providing mowing and snow removal services.  All agreed that the form of the letter was acceptable.  The Seniors will be meeting on Friday to discuss the proposal.  

Supplemental Appropriation for Community Education: The first reading for the supplemental appropriation for Community Education to increase from $10,000 to $30,000 was held.

New Business:

Review Gas Quote Process – March Gas Quote: One gas quote was received from Total Stop, which was $2.62/gallon.  The gas quote was rejected in a motion by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  City Administrator Zeimetz recommended that the City change the gas bid process by asking for quotes less taxes and less a discount per gallon off of the pump price.  This would be fairer to all bidders.  Jerry will draw up the new process and the Council will review it at the next Council Meeting on March 19th.  

Developmental Disabilities Awareness Month – Executive Proclamation: The Council gave the Mayor permission to sign items such as these at will.

Pay Request 7 – Community Center/Clubhouse: Pay request 7 to Daniels Construction in the amount of $138,711.02 was approved for payment in a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Items to Order for Community Center: Jerry reported that 4 additional lights will be installed outside the clubhouse along the paths and near the barbeque grill, mainly for added security.  These lights need to be ordered now in order to receive them in time.  Mike Conklin, Clubhouse Manager, will be getting 2-3 quotes on the other items that need to be ordered and will bring them to the Council as they are received.

Step Pay Increase Per Union Agreement: A pay increase for Greg Bates, Assistant Golf Course Superintendent, to $12.10 per hour was approved in a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  Jerry also announced that Greg recently was named the Assistant Golf Course Superintendent of the Year at the annual Golf Course Superintendents’ Conference in Sioux Falls.  Congratulations Greg!

Surplus Transformers – Jay Nordquist: The City of Plankinton may want to purchase some of the overhead transformers that we don’t use anymore.  Jay said that in that case we would need to declare them surplus in order to sell them.  He will bring the request to the Council when Plankinton offers to purchase them.

Discussion & Information Items:

SDHDA – Paint South Dakota Campaign: Mayor Palmer received notification from the South Dakota Housing Development Authority giving Beresford the opportunity to participate in Paint South Dakota.  Jerry will send the notice to the Lions Club and the High School.
