 Beresford City Council

August 1, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 1, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on July 18, 2005, were approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:  

Tom McKee, Jet Service Center: Tom McKee was present to request that the City waive the nearly $8,000.00 fee to move the power line adjacent to Jet Service Center in order to build an addition onto the building.   Jay Nordquist stated that the City has never done this in the past.  He listed several other businesses that have moved the power lines and all businesses have paid the moving costs themselves.  The request to waive the charges was denied on a motion by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  The Council did suggest to Tom that he contact BEDCO to see if there is any financial assistance available with their organization.

Unfinished Business:

Continuation of bike/walking path along W. Maple Street: We have not received a quote yet from Mryl & Roy’s Paving.  We are only 2-3 weeks away from putting down asphalt in the Bridges cul-de-sacs and we would like to do the bike path at that time while all the equipment is here.  If the Mryl & Roy’s quote comes in less than Brower’s, Jerry will contact the Council members for approval to accept their quote.

Second Reading Ordinance 05-2005:  The second reading of Ordinance 05-2005 An Ordinance to Amend Ordinance 2003-03 and Ordinance Imposing a Municipal Sales and Service Tax and a Use Tax for the City of Beresford was approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

RSA Architects/Community Center: In order to apply for grants, RSA Architects needs to put together cost estimates for the Community Center.  The cost to us would be $2,000.00 and this fee would be waived if they were awarded the contract.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, approval was given for RSA Architects to put together cost estimates for the Community Center, motion carried.

New Business: 

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the gas bid from Cenex in the amount of $2.0620 for ethanol and $2.0645 for unleaded gas was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.   

Bridges Golf Course Advisory Committee: A golf course advisory committee will be set up effective September 1st when the City takes over the golf course.  The committee will be responsible for formulating rules & policies, determining staff responsibilities, interviews, researching costs, and will bring all recommendations to the Council for approval.  The committee will consist of seven members, plus one council representative, the Golf Course Superintendent, Jerry Zeimetz and Kathy Moller.  Mayor Palmer would like to appoint the following people to this committee:

Pete Womack – City Council Representative

On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, the above listed Committee was approved, motion carried.

WAPA Rate Increase:  Western Area Power Administration has informed us that they will be increasing their electric rates to us a total of 18% over the next two years, so the City will need to adjust our rates because of this.  Approval to adjust our electric rates when necessary was given on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Part-Time Hire for Library: Jane Norling has recommended hiring Julie Morren as the part-time Children’s Librarian at a rate of $10.03/hour, for approximately 20 hours per week.  Approval to hire Julie Morren was given on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Six Month Probation Review & Step Pay Increase for Ryan Knutson: Police Chief Christensen would like to place Ryan Knutson on permanent status as he has finished the six-month probation.  On a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, Ryan Knutson is now on permanent status and was approved for a step increase to $13.17 per hour; motion carried with one no vote.  Councilmember Von Eschen noted that part of his hiring agreement was that he moves to Beresford within one year, which he has not done yet.  The terms of the hiring agreement still stand and he must move to the City within a year of his hire date.

Discussion & Information Items:

Jerry Zeimetz: Letter from Union County regarding progress being made with the E-911 in Union County was read.  Jerry also reported that representatives from Pro Map and Bulberry would be attending the August 15th Council Meeting to discuss how this could work in our community.  Both representatives will present the costs to be E-911 compliant.

At this time Councilman Womack stated that he was approached by a City employee who thought the City would be discontinuing the dispatch department in 2006.  This has not been discussed nor determined.  It was emphasized that all City departments are carefully examined to make sure they are necessary and fiscally beneficial to the City.

Dan Cotton - Raw Water from Lewis & Clark Water System: Dan Cotton received more information on the raw water issue and it was determined that it will not work for the City as the cost is too high.

Street Lights for new bike path: Jay Nordquist inquired about decorative lights for the new bike path, as they need to be ordered now so they arrive when the bike path is finished.  He will order 7 lights and will also use what we have in stock.

Remarking of Bike Path: The Park Department will be repainting the bike path lines on West 13th Street.  Signs will be ordered that state that no driving or parking is allowed on the bike path.
