Beresford City Council

October 6, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

October 6, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson, presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on September 15, 2008, were approved on a motion by Womack, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Department Head Reports: 
Todd Hansen – Telephone Department: Todd Hansen, BMTC General Manager, reported that the telephone company has the opportunity to make an investment into the existing SDN Fiber Transport Ring.  It is estimated that we will have full return on our investment in approximately 4 years.  A motion giving approval for BMTC to invest $69,500 in the DWDM equipment was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Beresford Cablevision Meeting: At this time the Council met as the Beresford Cablevision board to discuss retransmission agreements for the Sioux Falls and Sioux City television stations.  Todd reported that in the past we were not required to pay for “off the air” programming costs, but that is now changing.  Most of the local television stations in Sioux Falls and Sioux City are now sending Retransmission Agreements with fee schedules that will be effective January 1, 2009.  If Beresford Cablevision has to pay for these programs, they will be forced to raise their prices.  The cable TV committee consisting of Wayne Akland, Rich Spaans, and Gary Lambert will meet with Todd to discuss options and report back to the next Council Meeting.

Committee/Mayor Reports:
Finance & Utility Committee: Committee members, Wayne Akland and Gary Lambert, recently met with Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and also with Dee Akland, Municipal Liquor Store Manager, to get updates on their departments.  They reported that Kathy and Todd Hansen would like to add a full-time position that would work for the Telephone Dept. and at City Hall and that the current part-time position would be eliminated. This was put in the budget for 2009.  No decision was made at this time.  Kathy & Todd will work out the details and bring their recommendations back to the Council.

Dee told the committee that she would like to install new countertops in the bar and will be offering more karaoke for the customers.

Policy & Procedure Committee – Update on Union Negotiations: Councilmen Akland and Cotton attended the Union negotiations meeting.  This meeting was just to get the negotiations started and the Council wanted to wait to see what the health insurance rate will be for 2009.  

Unfinished Business:

2nd Reading Adopting Revised Zoning Ordinance: The second reading was given to Ordinance No. 04-2008.  A motion to adopt the revised zoning ordinances was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Additional Insurance Coverage: Jerry Zeimetz received information from Jensen Agency regarding increasing the City’s general liability coverage.  To raise the city’s coverage from $2,000,000 to $5,000,000 would cost an additional $3,000/year.  A motion to increase the City’s general liability coverage to $5,000,000.00 was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Daniels Construction Request for Final Payment: City Administrator Zeimetz received a letter from Daniels Construction requesting the final payment of $15,000 that was being held until the floor issue was resolved, in addition to most of the penalty amount.  They had said they would remove 3-12 ft. wide runs of carpet, repair the cold joint and reinstall new carpet.  Instead they cut the carpet about 1’ from the seam on the floor, pulled it back, ground down the seam and reglued the carpet.  Attorney Frieberg will send a letter to Daniels Construction to advise them that this is not acceptable and no payment will be sent until the City is satisfied with the repairs.  They will also be advised that if they do not complete the specified repairs by a set deadline, the City will hire it done and bill them for the costs.

Deed to Transfer Cart Shed Property to BEDCO: A motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a Warranty Deed to transfer Lot 5 of Clubhouse Addition to the Beresford Economic Development Corporation in order for them to sell it to a developer was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.  Distinctive Homes is building the new cart shed near the clubhouse and BEDCO is taking care of all the costs.  Once completed, BEDCO will give the cart shed and the land it sits on to the City.

East Street Water Main Project – Change Order #1, Draw Down Request #2, Pay Request #2: A motion to approve change order #1 in the amount of $2,325.00, and draw down request #2 in the amount of $30,565.98 and pay request #2 in the amount of $42,468.57 was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Catholic Church Drainage Concerns: Councilman Lambert talked to the group at the Catholic Church that is working on the drainage issue.  Gary requested that Banner Engineering take a look at the area and give the City a recommendation.  Jerry Zeimetz said that Pat Carey from Banner will be here in about a week and he will ask him to take a look at it.

Letter from Burbach Aquatics: Mayor Fedderson received a letter from Burbach advising that they should have the preliminary edition of phase I, step #1 report to the City in approximately 3-4 weeks, or around October 17th.  The Council will review the report when it is received.

New Business

Identify Theft Prevention Program: Jerry & Kathy had received information from the Municipal League regarding the Identity Theft Prevention Program, and there will be discussion on this topic at the SDML Meeting in Pierre this week.  Jerry asked the Council to review the information and be prepared to discuss it at the next Council Meeting.

Request to Join SD Water/Wastewater Agency Response Network: Jerry received information on SDWARN – a mutual aid group for water and wastewater systems in the state.  There is no cost to be a part of this group.  A motion to approve joining the SDWARN group was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Invitation to Join the South Dakota Wind Energy Association: Jerry also received an invitation for the City to join the South Dakota Wind Energy Association as a founding member.  At this time it is uncertain what, if any, the cost will be.  This will be discussed at the next Council Meeting.

Gas Bid: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop for 2.5 cents per gallon off the pump price was made by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Letter from SD DENR Regarding Hyperion Energy Center Air Quality Permit Application and Draft Permit: Jerry reported that Hyperion is in the process of getting comments from the general public regarding their air quality permit.  BEDCO has drafted a letter stating that they are in support of the project, as have several other area groups and cities.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Lambert, approving the Mayor to send a letter of formal comment requesting SD DENR to support the air permit application for Hyperion, motion carried.

EDA Grant/SECOG: Jerry received information from SECOG regarding an EDA Grant that would grant money to handle disasters in the Midwest.  Approval to apply for any available EDA grant funding was given in a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.
